THIRD SUNDAY OF MATTHEW (6:22-33) 11" July 2021

In today's gospel reading, we observe the way the Lord lifts the human heart from the
many cares and stresses of worldly things. At the same time, he ignites in their souls
the fiery love of Divine love. The current lesson of the Holy Gospel has great depth
and contains many messages beneficial for the soul. If you read them lightly and




thoughtlessly, you will not understand the treasure they contain. You may simply
consider them difficult and not get any benefit. However, if you read with real interest
and study the rich content of the Gospel, you will understand that His purpose is to
detach you from the perishable and temporary and to raise you to the incorruptible
and eternal. You will understand that loving God and loving money are not just two
different things, but two completely opposite things. It is inconceivable for someone
who loves and is really interested in the salvation of his soul to be attached to earthly
goods. It is not possible for a servant of God to be a servant of avarice at the same
time. God charges you to take care of the achievement of virtue, how can you take
care to find the easiest way to acquire material goods? If you work for God, He
promises you not only heavenly goods, but also the earthly ones. How can you
become a slave of money instead and hope for happiness? One of the main reasons
that man is drawn to the temporary earthly goods is that he can see them, touch them
and feel them close. He does not see the heavenly, the spiritual, the eternal. Apostle
Paul, whom God allowed to reach the third heaven, tells us that he heard
"inexpressible words" and saw so many wonderful things that the human eye could
not see. The Apostle himself says: "The root of all evil is greed." How true are the
Apostle Paul’s words, my brethren! Indeed, the root of all evil is greed, elsewhere he
callitidolatry. In order to earn money, a man deceives, lies, cheats, slanders, snatches,
wrongs, conspires, exploits and betrays to death even his own brother. The root of all
evil is avarice and its branches are all sins and all sinful passions that torment human
societies and the whole of humanity. God is love and love is the root of every good.
For this reason, God sowed His love richly in the hearts of men. Love is the root of
every good and its branches and its flowers and its fruits are the virtues. If you uproot
a tree from the earth, nothing else will grow there except thorns and thistles. If you
uproot from your heart the root of divine love, nothing else will sprout but iniquities
and sins. Who would take such an action of self-destruction? What power would dare
to uproot the divinely-planted tree of love from its heart? Avarice, the power of
avarice. He who sees the needs of his hungry fellow human beings and closes his heart
and turns his face away from the other’s misery. Because he lacks in his heart the root
of all good works, his works are wicked and perverted. Some of them may do acts of
charity also, but inside, their love is given to gold and temporary goods. They give in
order not to be criticized by the Pharisees of today, but it is the widow's two mites
that are infinitely welcome on the Throne of God. We can see ourselves also within
these people. The Lord addressed us today with these words to remind us that even
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now we still have time to repent, change, and uproot the root of avarice from our
hearts. Then we will liberate the granted God-planted root of God's love to become a
tree with flowers and fruits of virtues. Repentance and correction are the only hope
of sinners who long for their salvation. We must mention that repentance must be
like that of Peter and not like Judas. For both of them repented, but Peter was saved
and became an instrument to save many, while Judas committed suicide by hanging
himself. Some say that they have a long time and that when the time of their death
comes near, then they will repent, commune and be saved. Such a saying and such
logic does not exist in the Divine Scriptures. So why do they say it? Simply, the evil
spirit of avarice that has been fooling them all their lives does not allow them to savour
for a moment the great joy and relief that come by helping the needy. Another careful
study of today's evangelical reading will no doubt benefit all of us.

Saint Paisios on Abortion

With heartfelt pain for the Homeland and its future, Saint Paisios spoke about the
great problem of abortion: “The state, the Church, etc. need to move so that the world
can be informed about the terrible consequences of so many abortions. The Clergy
should speak out to the people and explain to them the seriousness of the matter. Let
everyone to be informed that abortion is against the Gospel of God. Doctors should
speak to those ignorant people of the risky dangers which lie ahead of an abortion.
When a person violates one Commandment of the Gospel, that person is responsible
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towards God. But if this violation against the Commandments of God becomes a law
from the Government, then the anger of God will come upon the whole of this Nation».
The Blessed Elder Fr. Georgios (Kapsanis), who fought hard in various ways against
abortion, wrote characteristically: "I see the multitude of abortions, and their
legalization, as the greatest sin of modern Hellenism. It is a sin through which we are
crucifying again the Son of God. Let us all pray earnestly for there to be awareness of
the terrible apostasy and for repentance, before God Almighty sends us some serious
pedagogical test out of love and for our correction”.

Prophet Elijah Our Patron Saint

Great is the blessing of God, who allowed us to build a beautiful Holy Church in the
memory of the Incarnate Angel, the fiery mind, the heavenly man, the zealous and
unyielding protector against the ungodly commandments of the people in authority.
For this reason, the position of the Prophet Elijah is special in the choir of the Prophets
of the Old Testament. His name is frequently mentioned in the New Testament by the
Lord and other holy persons. Elijah appeared during the reign of the kings and was
distinguished for his titanic struggle for the preservation of the purity of the Israelite
religion. He came from the village Thesve in the greater region of Gilead, which lies
west of the Jordan River, and he was called the Thesvite. He lived 816 years before
the coming of Christ on earth. He was considered to be a man with complete trust in
God. Apostle James mentions Elias in his Epistle as a person of prayer. He left no
writings or documents, except for the letter he sent to Joram. Nevertheless, he is
always mentioned as being praiseworthy and is projected as an example worthy of
emulation of faith in the true God. This connection of Elias’s prayer with God had
transmitted such a great power into him, that none of the worldly powers could
disturb or diminish his faith. Even when he was on his own and thousands opposed
him, he was not scared in the slightest. Though he was only a simple peasant and his
opponent was a King, he couldn’t care less. What interested him was that he should
not allow any power or authority to underestimate the AlImighty God. And when Satan
himself had entered the cunning and satanic queen Jezebel, Elijah, in obedience to the
commandments of God, countered him. God supplied Elijah with supernatural
courage, so that he could order the rain to stop for three years and it stopped. Then
he ordered it to rain and it rained. We have in this corner of the earth as our patron
and protector, this superior Prophet of the Prophets. So we rightly honour and
celebrate his elevation towards heaven with much enthusiasm every year.
