SECOND SUNDAY OF LUKE (Luke 6:31-36) 3 October 2021

The entire Holy Bible, my brethren, is a great treasure, the real treasury of every
Christian. Every day, especially every Sunday, the Lord presents us with a portion of
His treasure. Thus we are helped to understand the deeper meanings of the Christian
faith and to respect them accordingly during the week. Christians must be different
and behave differently from the public opinion of the world. They must behave and
live according to the Gospel of the Lord. We heard Him in today's evangelical reading:
“And just as you desire people to do for you, do also for them.” This is the measure
according to which the Christian is called to settle all his spiritual and social matters.
We see in this golden rule of our Lord the absolute righteousness which He wanted to
establish on earth. This rule leaves not the slightest room for misunderstanding or
misinterpretation. Simply, as you would like others to behave to you, likewise you
behave to them. Simple, just and very reasonable, but also very beneficial. Would you
want to be hated, despised, cursed, wronged, persecuted, exploited, despised and
slandered by others? If we study the Law and the Ten Commandments that God gave
to Moses, we will understand the importance of: “And just as you desire people to do
for you, do also for them.” For example, “Do not steal”, “Do not kill”, "Do not give
false testimony,” and above all, “Do not desire what belongs to your neighbour".
What do these reveal other than that you should treat others as you would like them
to treat you? My brethren, in today’s evangelical reading, the Lord Jesus affirms the
Law given to Moses. After all, from the beginning of His public life among His people,
the Lord informed the crowds that He had not come to abolish the Law, but to
complete it. Why? Because both the Mosaic and the New Commandments are His.
They both have eternal value and they both aim for the salvation of the whole human
race. The Ten Commandments are the most ancient and perfect Constitution to this
day, regardless of the fact that today's atheists and modern deniers of the Christian
faith and worship do not accept it. They misinterpret and conceal what would prevent
them from living sensually, arrogantly and immorally. Let us not forget that many
peoples, especially the ancient Greek Stoic philosophers, in their attempt to
implement their laws, borrowed this ancient Constitution of the Mosaic Decalogue.
The "Whatever you hate, don’t do to others”, is based on the words of the Lawgiver
Christ. According to the New Testament, those who live in the love of Christ cannot

do otherwise than faithfully observe: “And just as you desire people to do for you, do
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also for them”. The whole teaching of Christ is based on love, which is pure and
undefiled by religious deceptions and pseudo-Christian substitutes. The Lord told us
to love our enemies, to pray even for those who want our harm, and to work for those
who hate us. Why? Because this is what the One who sends the sun and the rain does
impartially for those who love Him and for those who hate Him. And if we do, then we
will return to our Heavenly Father. My dear brethren, to love those who love us, to
help those who help us, to give to those who are due recompense, lowers the person
to the level of commercial transaction and deprives him of any possibility of spiritual
resurrection. It is not part of the salutary rule of today’s Gospel. We totally agree that
it is difficult to love and help the one who plots against your life, who hurts you, who
slanders you, who wrongs you, who kills a member of your family. Impossible, many
may say. Difficult, for sure, but not impossible. There were people who did all this and
more, but their return was incomparably greater. They achieved the purpose of their
life, salvation and the eternal kingdom of God. How magnificent! For the Christian who
draws strength from Christ, everything is possible. Christ uses two means to persuade
us to love our enemies, the reward that awaits us, and the example of our heavenly
Father. First, he tells us: “"For your reward will be great” when you love your enemies.
Secondly, "You will be children of the Most High, for He is kind to the unthankful and
evil." And the final conclusion: “"Be ye merciful, just as your Father is merciful”. We
are called today by these two means which make of surpassing worth every sacrifice
and every struggle, if we really are interested in eternal life and bliss.

The passions, “parasites in prayer”

Elder, when | have passion, can my heart work in prayer? “How can your heart work
in prayer when it has passions in it? Here, take a rusty cable and connect it to the
phone. Can you communicate? It short-circuits, buzzes. So it is with man who has rust-
passions in his heart and short-circuits in his spiritual life. He needs to pay attention
to pride, arrogance, self-will, shamelessness. Because if he is possessed by them, it is
not possible for him to be visited by the Grace of God so that he can pray. Passions
are parasites that hinder divine communication: if the parasites do not go away, how
can man communicate with God? When | was serving in the army at the Signals Corps,
we would tell anyone who had parasites: “Your signals are "zero", your signals are
"one" (1). Check it out and repeat, your signal make no sense”. Because of the
parasites, communication was not possible. The signals had to be more than "three".
The "five" signals sounded very good, the communication ran like clockwork.
Otherwise, he was shouting but could not be heard, because he was not well
connected. He had to first connect the transmitter with the receiver of his wireless
and then connect at the same frequency as the Centre. God works at the frequency:
Love-Humility. Thus, in order to connect with God, we must tune our transmitter to
love and our receiver to humility, so that God hears us and we listen to Him. Man
should work as hard as he can to achieve this frequency. Then he will be able to make
contact with God and his mind will be constantly on God. | wish you success in
achieving this divine communication. Amen”.
