THIRTEENTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Luke 18:18-27) 28" November 2021

As a divine Teacher, Christ came into the world to teach people true love. A difficult
lesson, my brethren, for all times and for all people. We assume though, that in the
age of Christ's appearance in this world as a Teacher of love, things were perhaps
more difficult than they are today. At that time, people did not have the education
and the scientific knowledge that the people of our time have. Back then, it was as if
a lecturer in physics had come to teach nuclear science to primary school children.
Nevertheless, despite the fact that science has made wonderful leaps in all fields, it is
obvious that our time lags terribly in the lesson of God's love. Without ignoring the
sacrifices of solidarity on a global scale, it would seem that the lesson of love, as it was
taught by the Great Teacher, remains incomprehensible for many. The intellectuals of
our time, great scientists and teachers, are unable to teach the lesson of God's love -
because in order to teach this lesson, one must first experience it. But because they
are not disposed to live this love which requires self-sacrifice, they reject it. They do
the same thing as in Aesop’s fable of the “Fox and the Grapes”. The fox said: "Okay, it
doesn’t matter, the grapes look sour, they wouldn’t be so delicious, after all." But if
the destiny of man is eternal life and the key to enter is love, what should we do? For
all the other sciences, we have to study, get tired, get upset, stay up all night, do
experiments; but in the end not one of them fulfils our deep desire for salvation. Why
do not we study the lesson of God's love, as the Lord instructed us today? The young
Lawyer of today's evangelical reading listened to Christ speaking with simplicity about
the Kingdom of God. He heard that if people were not as dependent and as humble
as children, they could not enter the Kingdom of God. Then, probably to annoy Christ,
he asked Him the question: "Good teacher, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?"
The Omniscient Christ, knowing the evil intention of the young man and wanting him
to learn, asked him: “As you approached me as a common man, why do you call me
good, since you know very well that only God is good? After all, you know the
commandments. Do not commit adultery, do not kill, do not steal, do not lie, honour
your father and mother”. At this point, the young man answered that he had kept all
of these from his childhood. When Jesus heard this, he said to him, “You still lack one
thing”. Go, sell what you have, distribute it to the poor, so you may have spiritual
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treasure, and come, follow me. Become my disciple with the others who follow me”.
This sermon of brotherhood, my brethren, was not accepted by the young man
because he was very rich. He was given the opportunity to choose between deification
and earthly riches and he rejected deification and stayed with his riches. He preferred
a few years of material well-being and so won eternal Hell. My brothers and sisters,
the preaching of Christ is always relevant. Nowadays, racial discrimination, national
antagonisms, intolerance, fanaticism, and above all the fear of death are at the
forefront. All these are pathological creations and must be abolished. The power that
can make people brothers and sisters, equal with one another, is the preaching of
Christ. "...you are all brothers...” 1t is known that the idea of brotherhood among
Christians surprised the Gentiles. They said of the Christians: "Behold how they are
loved!" A young and educated rich man proved to be completely unlearned. He
thought that he could live comfortably with his riches and have everything; he might
even have fooled himself that he would win the Kingdom of Heaven. He had wrong
values. Unfortunately, there are still people today who follow the reasoning of the
unhappy young man of the Gospel. We ask: “Do we not all want to go to Heaven? Do
we not all want to climb the luminous spiritual peaks?” Who can deny it? We all want
good and we all recognize it. However, we do not wish to make the self-sacrifices
necessary to overcome the obstacles that block our path to Heaven. The lawyer is a
symbol of everyman. Will we, like the lawyer, abandon the divine Teacher with His
wonderful truths and cease to thirst for the righteousness of God? People seek to
learn the truth but when they hear it and abandon it, they are unable to find the joy
of life. Only when we remain close to Christ, listening with thirsty lips to His words and
applying what He teaches us, are we able to have the truth with us, our human unity
and the love of God like a holy flame guiding like a golden rule everything between us.
We must decide that it is better to lose our material well-being, our comforts, and our
human desires in order to gain the Heavenly and eternal Kingdom of God. What we
need is brotherly love, as the Lord reminds us today: “You still lack one thing”.
