SIXTEENTH SUNDAY OF MATTHEW (Matt. 25:14-30) 7*" February 2021

The parable of the talents, dear brethren, is not merely an example used by the Lord
to correct a social problem of that time, but a vital example that we must remember
to apply every day. The parable is well known: allegorically, our Christ says that a

master entrusts his servants with five, two, and one talent, giving to each according
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to his abilities. When the one who lent them the talents comes to ask for an account,
he finds that he who took the five has doubled them, and he who has borrowed the
two has made four. On the contrary, he who had taken one talent returned to the
master without making any effort to increase the return. He did not use the talent
entrusted to him by his boss. Some may dare to malign and criticize the latter as
irresponsible and lazy, but we should examine ourselves first. That is why today we
have to look at things from a fairer point of view. The term "talent" has more than one
interpretation. We will refer only to the material and spiritual talents, because God
has lent us both, my brethren, and we ought to use them according to our faculties
which are also given by God. Man is answerable before divine Justice for the waste of
any talent, material or spiritual. For example, the profession that a person practices is
a talent. It is valuable capital. With it, he is the breadwinner and secures the
maintenance of his family. But we have been learning the professions and the arts
from past generations and we must teach others to continue to practice honestly. The
same thing happens with the money that we have inherited: we must be good
economists, otherwise money will be disastrous for us. It has been observed that
those who have material goods at their disposal avoid giving and helping those who
do not have any. Why? Because people love themselves too much and there is nary a
drop of love left for their fellow man. They invest, increase their fortunes and
constantly strive to become richer. Although people know that they came into this
world with nothing and will leave it with nothing, they consider that they owe nothing
to anyone. It is similar with spiritual talents. The case of the slave whom the Lord calls
wicked and lazy, because he hid the talent of his master in the earth, is fully applicable
to those who hide their spiritual talents. God gives us talents for a specific purpose
and according to the abilities of each of us. Why do people not use them? Just as
material talents increase and multiply, so do spiritual ones if they are cultivated and
they become greater and more beneficial. All gifts, especially spiritual ones, naturally
develop. In this, our love and ambition contribute to our improvement and benefit
ourselves for a continuous spiritual ascent. When we cultivate the virtues of the soul
and the gifts of the spirit, we not only become richer, but we also acquire the ability
to become more beneficial to others. A spiritually-cultured Christian brother becomes
a blessing to his environment and to the whole world. It is known how much evil
comes from people who do not cultivate the field of their souls. All good people with
a kindness of soul and a wealth of virtues belong to the class of the cultured,
regardless of whether they have a secular education or not. It is true that when a
person has Christian virtues, education contributes to the development of our gifts. It
is also certain, however, that an ignorant and God-fearing man is incomparably more

preferable than an educated man without conscience. We want to emphasize today
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the value of kindness. Cultivate, therefore, and develop all those divine gifts that God
entrusted to us. My brethren, be blessed: God gave each of us talents, to some more
than others, but no one should ignore them. Today we are given the opportunity to
look for the few and the many that God has given us and to begin the cultivation of
the field of our soul, because one day, God Who gave them to us will seek an account.
If we have cultivated our talents and doubled them, then we will have a place in the
heavenly Kingdom of God. Woe to the wicked and lazy man, who may have multiplied
material goods for himself, but did not care about the spiritual talents entrusted to
him by God.
