After all the miracles performed by our Lord Jesus, my brethren, the people’s belief that
Christ was the expected Messiah became stronger and stronger. Justifiably, they followed
the Lord, offering Him the appropriate honour and glory. So the Jewish leaders, such as the
Pharisees and the Scribes, felt very uneasy. Until then, it was they who had had the upper
hand and it was they who enjoyed all the honour and glory from the people. But now things
had changed. People did not count on them as before, and little by little, they lost their
esteem. They noticed this from the first moment of the Lord Jesus’s public life, and
therefore they tried in every way to slander Him. They tried to find cause to sentence Him
to death. They forbade the people to follow Christ, threatening them with severe
punishment and spreading fear in their hearts. Their threats were so terrible that even the

Lord’s disciples were terrified. Today's Gospel reading, my brethren, refers to the time Jesus
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was returning from a tour in the area of Judea beyond the Jordan and heading to the Holy
City. The Omniscient Christ had been accurately informed of the decision of the Jewish
authorities and His eventual martyrdom. He was willingly returning to Jerusalem, with the
disciples following him silently. At this point, the Evangelist Mark, the author of this gospel,
expresses the astonishment and the obvious fear of the Lord’s disciples: their wonder and
admiration in face of their Master’s courage, His calmness, serenity, and unconcern; and
the simplicity and naturalness of His words when He spoke to them about His horrible
martyrdom and His painful death. On the one hand, the Lord’s disciples were amazed at the
greatness that shone in His face, as they followed Him silently and with great reverence. But
also engraved in their hearts were the threats and fear of the Jews. The threat of death is
the eternal weapon that the devil uses against the eternal life of our Christ. Our Christ
proceeded voluntarily to martyrdom and crucifixion. As omniscient, He clearly saw the
events that awaited Him and let His disciples know them in all detail. He gave them the
opportunity to understand that for those who believe in Him, there is no more death. His
face shone with joy because He is the life and the resurrection. Seeing their troubled and
frightened hearts, Christ tried to reassure them and dispel the satanic fear about death.
Christ’s joy, as He was going to His martyrdom, shows a wonderful and extraordinary
heroism. A heroism that is not found in secular heroes. It is the heroism that leads man to
eternity, the destiny of every human being. The Lord did not come to proclaim the well-
being of the body, how long it will live and when it will leave this temporary life. This is not
the most important thing for man. What the Lord proclaimed is how we must live in order
to gain eternity. Faithful Christians conduct themselves in this life with eternity in mind.
They are not concerned so much with temporary death, but strive daily to obtain eternal
life and bliss. This is the message that the Lord wanted to pass on to His disciples. In the
course of 2,000 years, Christians have overcome all the deadly diseases that have afflicted
mankind to this day with prayer, contemplation, vigilance, regular Holy Communion,
almsgiving, and ecclesiastical life. Those who have endured to the end have felt the
beneficial pain lightening the soul, allowing it to fly to the heavenly heights. In our day and
because of our many sins, God has allowed the appearance of a virus, so that people can
understand their miserable, filthy and immoral lives and return to the Christian and moral
mind. Some people proclaim that the whole of humanity is threatened! Indeed, we do
agree, but we exclaim also at the ungodly legalization of the murder of 50,000,000 abortions
per year, the legalization of sodomy, and so much more!!!! And now, those who legitimized
them come to terrorize us with the threat of this temporary death? Let us be clear: “No
faithful and sincere Christian Orthodox should worry about losing this temporal life, neither
should he fear this temporal death”. My humble opinion is that those who closing our
Churches and forbidding us any ecclesiastical means of communication with God the

Creator of everything have no understanding of the Christian Orthodox psychology. Today,
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the Evangelist Mark presents to us Christ Who proceeded to His temporary
martyrdom and His voluntary death, illumined with joy. All the Lord’s Apostles, all the
martyrs and great martyrs and saints of our Church followed His joyful and salvific
example. Can you imagine their disappointment and grief as they behold the spiritual
descent of humanity today?

The purpose of the Church (continued)

That is why the Church exists in the world and invites every person to join in its
wholeness, as the Apostle Paul states (1 Thess. 5:23). Thus he will be able to realize
the purpose of its existence in the world. God intends man to do this, for He wants
"all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth” (1 Tim. 2:4).
"Knowledge" is the complete and perfect knowledge of Christ (Ephesians 4:13), which
is acquired through the "deification" of the believer, the supreme spiritual experience
to which his whole spiritual path is aimed (purification-enlightenment). That is why
the Church is characterized by the Church Fathers, including the Holy Chrysostom, as
the "spiritual healer" and the workshop of holiness. The Church aims to operate as a
spiritual hospital, curing the disease of man, the disease of his soul, the fallen state,
so that he can proceed to the purification of his heart, enlightenment and deification.
The Church is a "workshop", a spiritual workshop, which produces saints, otherwise it
