THIRD SUNDAY OF MATTHEW (Rom. 5:1-11) 3 July 2022

Today's apostolic reading illustrates once again the infinite love of God for man: the love
towards the one for whom God created the entire universe. Moreover, when everything
was perfected, He formed man and placed him in the most beautiful place, Paradise. God
honoured man, giving him His image as well as the highest destination of divinity. At the
same time, He gave man the advice he needed to reach his destiny. But man betrayed his
Creator, sinned before his Heavenly Father and became a slave of the devil. When a man
is driven out of Paradise, he becomes like an animal. This is the horrible reality. There was
no longer any salvation, not only for the Gentiles, but also not even for the Jews. Sin had
created an immense chaos and destroyed the human race, which now pitifully suffered
from this and that, according to the orders of the devil. The false gods offered nothing
beneficial to the pagans. Even the law of Moses, though it presented and targeted sin, had
no power over its commission. Praise be to the name of our heavenly Father, who did not
leave us stumbling in the spiritual darkness of affliction, despair and the terrible
hopelessness that plagued the human race. He shone a light and illuminated the darkness.
This light is the only begotten Son and Word of God. The cause of man's precipitous fall
from Paradise was his unbelief towards God and his obedience to the devil. What is
needed now for our return is the humble acknowledgement of our sin, renunciation of the
devil, submission to God and our unquestioning and absolute faith in Him. The first verse
lightens the heavy conscience of sinful man and gives him the longed-for hope of peace
with God. "Being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus
Christ." By the coming of Christ and His sacrifice on the cross, and inasmuch as we have
believed in Him, we are now justified and reconciled to God. It seems that the condition of
our peace with God the Father is our faith in Jesus Christ. Truly, man had fallen so low that
it was impossible for him to get up by himself. What lifted him up and restored him is the
infinite love of God and His desire to save those who have made a mistake; to save those
who realize how wicked, worthless and unworthy they are of such great love and honour.
In the Symbol of Faith (the Creed), we say: "l believe in one God, Father, Almighty, maker
of heaven and earth, of all things visible and invisible." The Apostle Paul also writes to the
Ephesians: "We are his creation" (2:10). Our God is the Creator of not only all things, but

we are His creatures also. He is the Father and we are His children. Those who have
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believed in the Son of God and live as true children of the Church are recognized by the
Heavenly Father as His children. St. John says of those who have accepted Christ the
Saviour: "He has given them authority to become children of God" (John 1:12). With
these words, the Lord Jesus closed the Old Testament and opened before us the New
Testament of bright horizons. With these words, He filled the hearts of men with light and
joy and life and beauty and hope. With the word Father, He drove away man’s slavish fear
and gave him courage. He showed that He is not only a stern and punishing king, but,
above all, a Father with affection for His children. People adopt too, but there is always a
purpose for adopting a child, such as to find some support in their old age, to leave them
their property, or for selfish reasons. God's adoption has only one purpose, to make us
happy and heirs of the heavenly good. This was also His original purpose. His charity is
amazing. While we are yet children of wrath, guilty, reprobate, ungrateful and wicked, He
calls us His children. Could we imagine a king going out into the streets and alleys and
picking up the ragamuffins, the vagrants, the prostitutes, the drug-addicted people and
the loiterers, putting them in his palace and treating them as his children? And that's
nothing compared to what the Heavenly King does for all of us. Whether we are happy or
sad, healthy or sick, when we do His will and even when we sin, He does not forsake us.
Why? Because He is our Father. Even when we go away from Him and do not want to see
Him, He does not stop loving us, waiting for us, showing us the way of return, like the
Father with the Prodigal Son. O my brethren, with what heart could anyone deny and
exchange this Father for his jobs, his welfare, his possessions, his positions, whatever his
professional or social activities, etc.? We should praise the holy name of the Triune God
without ceasing. We should sing psalms day and night, hymns and spiritual songs to our
Creator and Creator of all, since He is the Alpha and Omega of our existence. We should
constantly study His law and the lives of the saints and martyrs and confessors of our
faith. My brothers and sisters, we should strive every day for our own and our children's
spiritual progress and never forget Who is our true and omnipresent Father.
