FOURTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Luke 8:5-15) 17™ October 2021

Today, our Church celebrates the Holy 650 God-bearing Fathers of the Fourth
Ecumenical Synod, and the parable of the sower is read. Rightly enough, since the
main task of the Fathers of the Church is to sow the divine Word, even today. The
parable of the sower that we heard as young children in our churches was always
attractive, with the living representation of the field, the farmer, the seed, the birds,
the bushes, the thorns, the pavement, the fertile soil and the fruitful crops. The
evangelist Luke is a charismatic writer and presents us with a complete picture taken
from the blessed natural life of agriculture as it was in those years. The Lord’s disciples
also listened to this parable with pleasure, but they were not satisfied with hearing it
only. They discerned that beyond the story, something much deeper was hidden in
this parable, so they asked their Master to explain it in depth. They were hearing it for
the first time and it was only natural for them to ask: “Teacher, what does this parable
mean? What is its significance? Who is the sower who sows and what are the results
of the sowing?” They wanted to learn, and they did well. Perhaps this is what
Christians of all ages should do, so that they would not need Ecumenical Councils and
would not afflict people with religious schisms and heresies. We should all, especially
Orthodox Christians, be ready to learn and study correctly with an orthodox spirit and
do what the Disciples did. For example, since the Bible tells us about the miracles and
resurrections of Christ, as well as the hunger, thirst, fatigue, sleepiness and pain, how
did Monophysitism come about? Since there are clear references to the theanthropic
nature of Christ, why teach falsely and torment the world? Why did otherwise
religious people, such as Eftychis and so many others, cause so much evil to the unity
of the Church? Why are people nowadays in such spiritual confusion, living Christianity
however it suits them? Simply because they do not follow the example of the
Disciples. They do not study, they do not ask, they do not have a spiritual guide to
guide them according to the healthy Christian, Ecclesiastical, Apostolic and Fatherly
teaching. The Disciples of Christ examined, researched and sought to learn in order to
be taught richly. Shouldn't this be so for us and all Christians? The readings and
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everything that takes place during the Holy Church services are intended to be
understood and applied in our daily lives. It is a great blessing of God to have in our
Parish every Wednesday night Holy Bible Study where various topics are developed
and discussions of spiritual interest take place. Some will say: Well, they were Disciples
who observed Christ so naturally they asked Him so they could learn. We counter: "lIs
there anyone who is not a student?" For study and education, you need constant
diligence, continuous study, systematic work and experience. There are Professors,
Lawyers, Civil Engineers, people with degrees who do not find a job because they have
done no further study, have no experience, have not worked and have no references.
How is it possible for someone who has received his Degree to say that now he is
educated, he no longer has need of learning? Solon, one of the seven wise man of
Ancient Greece, said: “As long as I live, I’'m learning”. Therefore he progressed to the
end of his life in wisdom and prudence. Our theme s not history or science; its purpose
is to ground the man who is arrogant and oblige him to study at the feet of Christ the
Master. To learn that He alone is the authentic sower, Teacher and Professor of the
Divine Word; He alone is the source of truth, wisdom, knowledge, divine power and
authority. The second sowers, by command of and for the sake of and in the power of
the Lord Jesus, are His holy Disciples and Apostles who set out and, with the
enlightenment of the Holy Spirit, sowed the heavenly seed to the ends of the whole
earth. Also sowers of the divine seed are the God-fearing Fathers of the Church, whose
Doxastiko we heard today: “They drew from the source of truth, Christ and His Holy
Gospel, the light and the truth and guarded the evangelical truth”. Thirdly, my
brethren, the disciples learned from the mouth of their Master that the final word lies
in the field which is the soul of every person. Fruitfulness does not depend only on the
sower and the seed, but also on the spiritual cultivation of the human soul. For this,
my brethren, we Christians have a great responsibility before God and man. Let us
take care of the sowing, so that the seed we sow may be pure, just as it was handed
down to us by Christ. Let us cultivate our hearts first and then the hearts of others,
with the fear of God and true love for our fellow man. And let us never forget that we
are either disciples of Christ and study His Law and apply it in our daily lives; or we are
disciples of this world, following our worldly obligations and denying our Creator God.
We wish you wholeheartedly: “Have a rich spiritual Sowing”.

A workshop on how to prepare the Bread Offering

Included in the series of group lessons about our Orthodox worship life was a lesson
about preparation of the Bread Offering. This took place in our Parish Centre Hall on
Saturday 9th October. Following the group prayer, Fr. Michael referred to the central
position held by the Bread Offering in the performance of the greatest of all the Holy
Sacraments, i.e. the Divine Liturgy. Afterwards, Presv. Stavroula gave some
instructions for the program that would follow. Presv. Kyriaki, who has the experience
and knows the precise recipe and ingredients, as well as the technique of preparation
of the Bread Offering, directed the group in the measurement and shaping of the
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Bread Offering. Fr. Stavros began with prayer and blessing of the ingredients for the
Bread Offering, then began making the Bread, so that others could follow. It was
wonderful to watch: 24 pairs of hands kneading and shaping their own prosforo with
intense concentration. While waiting for the Bread Offering to rise, Fr. Stavros
explained the meaning of each symbol on the seal. Father Michael, who had left
earlier to prepare himself, began the Offertory on the Solea of the Holy Church.
Around 50 people attended the prayers which remembered their names and their
families. They followed the theological meaning of everything Fr. Michael was doing
until the covering of the Divine Gifts. Finally, there was a moving Divine Liturgy and
many people received the Holy Eucharist. We shall notify you in time for the next
group workshop.
