FOURTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Tit. 3:8-15) 16 October 2022

The Apostle Titus, a Greek by birth and religion and one of the most learned Greeks,
was converted to Christianity by the Apostle Paul. He worked zealously with the
Apostle Paul in spreading the Gospel. He followed him to Jerusalem and was then
commissioned to go to Corinth to see the state of the Church there. On his return,
he met Apostle Paul in Macedonia and then they went together to Crete. There,
Paul ordained him Bishop of the island and told him to make priests for the whole
island. Paul also had brilliant co-workers in Crete, such as Zenas the lawyer and
Apollos. The purpose of Paul’s letter to Titus was to inform him of the general
character of the inhabitants of the island, how to approach them, and to draw his
attention generally to the proper spreading of the Lord’s Gospel. Emphasis is laid by
the holy Apostle on the correctness of the Christian doctrine, which is absolute faith
in the only true God. The consequence and fruit of this faith is good works.
Motivated by their faith, Christians should advance in virtue and take the lead in
good works: "Let those who believe in God be careful to maintain good works." |f
you do not have faith in God, it is impossible to do good works. Yes, there are works
that impress, amaze and are admirable, but they are not good works. They may
outwardly appear to be good works, especially in charity and social welfare, as they
are called, but in reality they are not counted among the good works. They are
missing something: the root, the cause, of good - faith. The Holy Apostle expresses
it clearly: "Whatever is not from faith is sin" (Rom. 14:23). The specific purpose of
good works is to show forth the glory of God. The Lord in the Holy Gospels spoke of
works done "to be seen by men" and reproved those who do them. This is not only
a case of ostentation, self-satisfaction and self-protection, but also of selfish pride
through which the soul-destroying passion of self-love is fed. Good works serve the
real needs of people, while at the same time they are intended to glorify God, the
Supreme Giver of all good. "Let your light so shine before men, that they may see
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your good works and give glory to your Father Who is in heaven" (Mat. 5:16). All
the works done by believing Christians should be done for the glory of God. From
God every good thing comes to man and to God it returns, because to Him belongs
every praise and every glory for all the good that is done on earth. Of great
importance is Paul's advice to Titus: “A heretic should be warned once and once
again; after that, have done with him, recognizing that such a person has a
distorted mind and stands self-condemned in his sin." As a Bishop, you have the
obligation to speak once or twice to the heretic and exhort him to leave error and
spiritual darkness and come to the light and truth. But if he continues to remain in
his error, leave him. Deal no more with him. The apostle had bitter experience of
heretics and was well aware of the danger they posed. In the field where he sowed
the saving word of the truth of the Gospel, the false apostles and false brethren
sowed the tares of their heresy. It is better to be an unbeliever than a heretic. As
Christ said: “Thy works are neither cold nor hot. Would that you were cold or hot!”
(Rev. 3:15) Then there would be a hope that you would repent and be warmed. “But
because you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, | will vomit you out of my
mouth” (Rev 3:16). | will condemn you and cut you off from my Church. Heresy is a
corruption of the true faith. Heretics are wolves which stalk the sheep and devour
them. The primary concern of the Orthodox Church is to shelter her faithful children
under her wings, like chicks; to remove from her bosom heretics, the greatest threat
to evangelical truth. Heresies in practice are perversions of the Lord's teaching. In
their inspired writings, the Gospels and the Epistles, the Apostles present the
teaching of the Lord Jesus Christ. The depth of the Lord's teaching was analyzed by
the holy Fathers of the Church, Athanasius the Great, Basil the Great, the two
Gregories, St. Chrysostom and many others. They all make reference to the care we
should take to avoid heretics. The Ecumenical Councils, assembled in the Holy Spirit,
have expressed the doctrines and the terms of the Holy Orthodox Faith
unambiguously. Those who add their own inventions to what the Holy Church has
formulated as principles and doctrines, or remove something from them, fall into
heresy. They depart from the Orthodox faith and become heretics. It is not our
purpose today to show who the heretics are. It is our duty to pray to the Lord
Almighty to enlighten heretics, so they understand their error, repent and return to
the true and unadulterated faith of the Orthodox Church. The Word of God is the
absolute truth. Faith in the Head of the Church, Lord Jesus, leads to good works for
the benefit of our brothers and sisters, for our salvation and for the glory of God.
