SEVENTH SUNDAY OF MATTHEW (Matt. 9:27-35) August 8, 2021

Today's gospel reading presents us with two moving scenes: in one, two blind men,
and in the other, a demon-possessed deaf man. Each scene has its own drama, sad
story and human pain and misery. Referring to the two unhappy blind people, we do
not need a special effort to understand their terrible and desperate situation. We can
imagine closing our eyes and trying without any help to cook, wash, clean, read,
prepare, etc., for only one day and then we shall understand the drama of the two
blind people. The blind men had heard of the miracles of Christ and wanted very much
to meet Him. They thought that if those who were sick managed to meet Him and ask
for His help in faith, they would be healed. Certainly Christ would not let them down,
as long as they could meet Him. Their desire did not take long to become reality. As
soon as they heard that their longed-for doctor was in their city, they followed Christ
along with the crowds. On the way, they called out to Christ to help them, but, testing
their patience, He pretended not to hear them. As soon as the Lord entered the house
where He would remain, the blind men also entered. Then Christ asked them, "Do you
believe that | can do this?" Of cause we believe it, they answered at once. Then He
touched their eyes, saying to them, "Let it be so, according to your faith”. So now, they
both could see. Immediately afterwards, a demon-possessed deaf man was brought
to Christ. The Lord expelled the demons, and the man, now free, began to speak
clearly and glorify God. Today, in your love, | would like to give a little more attention
to the Lord's command to the two formerly-blind men: "See that no one knows it."
The miracles of Christ were unprecedented and unique. They illuminated and
magnetized the hearts, not only of those who were directly benefited, but also of
everyone who witnessed them. However, in order to avoid vanity, the Lord prevented
the publication of these truly miraculous signs. Thus He showed in practice and taught
man the avoidance of this great passion of arrogance. Arrogance leads man to
boasting and self-admiration about the wealth or material goods that he possesses.
According to Saint Maximus, avarice breeds vanity. At the same time, arrogance
causes man to cling to all forms of power. And when man ascends to power through
arrogance, then he haughtily displays his supposed intelligence and knowledge,
education, skill with words, etc.. He becomes a ruthless tyrant to those in his power
and everyone who no longer flatters him. Arrogance is a soul-destroying passion
observed in man even from infancy. That is why today we wanted to convey a saving
message to everyone, especially to Orthodox Christian parents who have young
children: take care to pay attention to the proper education of your children. It is
observed that parents are easily excited when their young children do something new
and rush to applaud, kiss and show their love and praise. We agree that we must
encourage children. If the child kneels with his parents and prays quietly and slowly,
and learns to do his cross correctly, we will praise him; when the child says his first
words, we will praise him; when the child does good things, we will praise him; and
when later, he does something willingly, is helpful and tries to become better in piety,
modesty, morality, forgiveness, in love for God, then of course we will praise him. We
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give praise for the myriad other psycho-beneficial efforts and intentions of the child,
according to his age. But when the child does the opposite, no matter how smart or
spectacular it seems to the world, no matter what interests it serves, we will
disapprove in some measure. Why? Because the Lord tells us through His Apostle Paul
in his letter to the Philippians (4:8-9): “Finally, my brethren, what is true, what is
modest, what is just, what is pure, what is beloved, what has a good reputation, if
there is any virtue, and if there is anything praiseworthy, ponder these. That which
ye have learned, and received, and heard, and seen, do these things: and the God of
peace shall be with you”. If we praise our child in everything, whether good or bad,
from infancy to adolescence, then we cultivate in the soul of the child the catastrophic
spirit of selfishness. My brethren, let us not forget that we all have in some degree the
feeling of vanity that alienates us from the Lord our God. Now that we live at a time
of virus-attack and virus-phobia, it is good to get the right vaccine which is called
“"Humiliation in God". Our Lord, Who was born in the humble stable, taught us: “Take
my yoke upon you and learn from me, for | am gentle and humble in heart, and you
will find rest for your souls” (Matt. 11:29). He advises us today to hurry and equip
ourselves with this vaccine, “Humiliation in God", which will cover us 100% with the
appropriate protection against the spiritual and psycho-deadly illness of “vainglory”.
Then we shall surely feel within ourselves the hope of eternal life and bliss.

The Orthodox Church, Centre of our spiritual life

The Orthodox Church plays a major role indeed in our spiritual life, as we emphasized
in last week’s issue. A spiritual, genuine and orthodox life cannot develop within us
without the Altar of the Church. The Church is the source, the centre and the root of
spiritual life for every Orthodox Christian. The Church feeds us with the word of God
-the "bread of the angels" as the fathers call it - and the Body and Blood of our Saviour
Christ - the "heavenly bread". In the Church, the Orthodox Christian receives the
saving divine grace of the sacraments of the Church. In the Church, he is purified,
enlivened, breathes spiritually and his soul is healed. In the Church, he meets his
Creator and worships Him "in spirit and in truth". In the Church, he rests and his spirit
finds comfort. In the Church, he achieves his incorporation into the mystical spiritual
Body of the Church. The Church is his refuge and security. It is certainly a great mistake
to think that the “hall” in which we may preach the word of God can have a more
central place in the spiritual life of the believer than the “Church”. This is a
misconception. The spiritual use of the hall helps the Church, but in no way can it
replace the Church. The first and central position in the world is held by the Church. If
the space of the church hall, where souls are sculpted with spiritual sermons, seminars
and speeches of faith, cannot replace the Orthodox Church, then it is impossible for
any other room, hall or building in the world to do so. Other buildings and secular
spaces may have had some sanctification ceremony by a simple priest, but
consecration precedes the Holy Orthodox Church. We shall try to inform you in a
future edition of our Booklet about what happens at the official inauguration of a
Church. Basically, only in the presence of Bishops and Priests, with Holy Services,
special canons, hymns and prayers, psalms, prophecies, apostolic and gospel readings,
can a Church be consecrated. Assuredly, with the presence of the Holy relics of
martyrs and other Scriptural and Fatherly symbols, the Orthodox Church cannot and
should not ever be considered like any other space in the world.
