SEVENTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Luke 8: 41-56) 7*" November 2021

Two miraculous energies of the Lord Jesus Christ are mentioned in today's Gospel
reading from the evangelist Luke. One is the resurrection of the daughter of Jairus and
the other is the treatment of the haemorrhaging woman. Studying these two cases, we
find that a main contributor to the miracles was the faith of those concerned. Faith, as
we have mentioned many times, has within it supernatural forces to which the miracle
is due. This is not a belief based on luck or on some abstract power and energy of some
supernatural being, but the faith that rests on the divine power of the God-man Jesus.
It is good for us to consider this subject in a practical way today. God, as the Creator
and Lord of all, offered His whole creation to the human race to watch over it and to
enjoy its goods. He entrusted the whole universe to man and endowed him with
spiritual equipment capable of serving him in all his needs. At the same time, so that
there would not be abuse of this freedom of man nor loss of his lofty destination, that
is, the salvation of man’s soul, He gave him the Law and divine commandments. Bearing
all this in mind, we agree in the respect and praise of science entirely. We praise the
efforts of all people, who, respecting and keeping the Law and the divine commands of
God, try to help man reach his highest destination. With His coming, Christ taught
people how to live, how to work, and how to behave in order to walk the path of
deification. The deification of man is a matter for God, but walking towards deification
is @ matter for man. This is the way shown by our Christ. This is the way taught us by
the Apostles. This is the way our Orthodox Church teaches us. The Orthodox Church is
the theanthropic institution, the pre-eminent space in which man studies the divine
science. No one is allowed to oppose human sciences when it comes to doubting their
truly admirable successes. We simply admire and applaud their human successes and
praise God for the enlightenment he gives us, but in no case are we allowed to deify
them. For example, the science of medicine has made great strides which we praise;
and we pray that God will give enlightenment so careful studies, correct diagnoses and
good decisions are made for our good. What relief all the Saints, unmercenary people
and all the Christian doctors of all times have given until today! How many miracles
have been performed by doctors who, by fasting with deep prayer and overnight vigils,
have received the grace of the Lord to work miracles. “And whatsoever ye shall ask in
my name, that will | do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son” (John 14:14).
Without deifying science, we nonetheless see the positive effects of healing in all areas
of human disease. Thanks to intensive study, inventions of drugs and new methods of
surgery, mortality has been reduced, even though the diseases and morbidities have

not been substantially reduced. Many times science is faced with situations where it
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can provide no solution and must admit its weakness. Unfortunately, there are people
who do not understand this weakness of science, so if something goes wrong, they hold
it against it. In other words, they want science to be absolute, they forget that the
absolute is possessed only by the one who said today to the dead daughter of Jairus:
““My child, get up!’ Her spirit returned, and at once she stood up....” At this point we
must make it clear, that the miracles of science are just limited human achievements.
They don’t have some supernatural power. The resurrection to which the present
Gospel refers is therefore not comparable to human achievements. Science uses tools,
medicines, overnight studies, surgeries, antibiotics, injections and still it's doubtful
whether it will succeed. All this to help someone who is suffering from a disease. The
word of God is more than sufficient to replace all of those means. “But He took her by
the hand and said, ‘My child, get up!’ Her spirit returned, and at once she stood
up.” Immediately the girl came to life and the people rose up and marvelled. But Christ
might not have done the resurrection if Jairus had not believed in the omnipotence of
Christ. As for the healing energy that Christ used for the bleeding woman, it is obvious
that the woman's faith in the omnipotence of Christ brought about the miraculous
result. For this miracle occurred without even a word from Christ. She believed that if
she only touched Christ’s garment, she would be healed; and this was what happened.
Where Christ is, my brethren, and man believes in His omnipotence with all his heart,
as it was with Jairus and the lady with blood, He will grant us healing, as Jesus said to
him: “If you can believe, all things are possible to him who believes” (Mark 9:23). The
place where our Christ is, His Body and His Blood, is the Church. In the sanctified space
of the Church, our faith is nourished and strengthened and the hope of our salvation is
brought to life. There we feel that we are members of the body of Christ. There we find
our cure. In her mysterious life, the wings of the deity sprout. Certainly not in the
Universities, nor in the institutions of social services, nor in the secular spaces, with all
their challenges. Let us pray that the Lord enlightens people to see the interest of their
souls and to live according to His will.
