SUNDAY OF THE HOLY 318 FATHERS (John 17: 1-13) 13th June 2021

Our Church dedicates the Sunday before Pentecost to the 318 Holy Fathers of the First
Ecumenical Synod, which took place in Nicaea. The gospel reading gives us the
opportunity to go back a few days to the Lord’s hierarchical prayer on the eve of His
Passion. In this prayer, the Lord refers to the enormous work which His Father
entrusted to Him and which He has accomplished. What was that work that the Lord
completed? The work of Christ, my brethren, was to renew the human race that
slipped on earth and to bring it back to the ancient beauty of Paradise. He sowed in
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the hearts of men the living seed of His living word. The work of Christ was to show
fallen humankind the way to stand again. He demonstrated it, as we saw later, with
His divine-human work, His sacrifices, His Passion, His death, His Resurrection, His
Ascension and the sending of the Holy Spirit upon His disciples. In a nutshell, this is
the work that the Lord refers to in His prayer. This was the work that was given to
Christ to fulfil. He did not come to live in comfort, but to live His life in service, fulfilling
all righteousness. The Lord showed Himself as the supreme example for us to follow.
We owe it to ourselves to imitate Him, remembering that God also assigned us a task
to accomplish, each according to our abilities and the field of our action. Each of us
ought to do as much as we can for good in this world. In all things, we should aim for
the glory of God, so that with all our works we may glorify Him on the earth, and never
tire in order to complete the work entrusted to us by God the Father. The work of
Christ, my brethren, was observed in exemplary compliance and obedience to the will
of His Father. Our Christ so deeply felt His duty that many times He forgot even to eat.
Certainly the example of the Lord in the paternal field gives rise to obligations. Man
who has been created out of his Heavenly Father’s hands cannot ignore them. For
example, if a watchmaker can make out a clock that measures the hours, minutes and
seconds, how much more the soulful man has to work in every detail for the purpose
that God created him? That is, his sainthood!!! The living example of our Christ is the
compass that shows our correct orientation here on earth, with the ultimate goal of
heaven and eternity. Our task as human beings in this temporary life is to work
honestly, to converse honestly, to study the word of God, to love our environment,
the Christian faithful and our fellow believers, and to live with our fellow man
according to the will of God and His Gospel. Everything in this life is a precondition for
eternity. We believe that both here and there, we shall be under the cover of His
divine love. But before we reach this blessed end near God in eternity, we have to
travel great distances. To gaze at the heavens with satisfaction is not a simple thing.
First of all, we have to improve ourselves. The road will be rough and long. We will
encounter many obstacles that must be overcome and set aside. We shall wrestle with
"flesh and blood" but also with "the powers of the ruler of this world", as Christ did.
And it will not be surprising when with the help of God, we manage to overcome the
stage of this life, to feel joy and satisfaction that we have completed the work that the
Lord entrusts to us; the work that we received from the Apostles, the teachers of the
Church, as well as from the God-bearing Fathers that we celebrate today. Let us pay
attention, dear brothers and sisters, to the small details of our daily lives, because it
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is dangerous not to observe our small and insignificant duties. With patience and
perseverance, but also with a lot of prudence, let us carry out what was given to us to
be fulfilled. This message was received by the Apostles on the Sunday of Pentecost
and they were scattered throughout the universe to teach, to work miracles by the
grace of God, and to preach the Gospel of salvation to the whole world. Our
Ecclesiastical Fathers did the same throughout the centuries. My brethren, let us pray
that the Lord, who helped them to overcome the wicked and destructive works of
Satan, may give us also the spiritual strength to fight as Christians and to emerge
victorious at the end of our life.

The Prophet
Elias conversed with Christ on Mount Tabor. In fact, the high standing of Elias and the
respect of the people for him were so great that when the Lord began His preaching
of salvation, they thought that He was Prophet Elias. So our Church does not celebrate
his death, because Elias did not die, but celebrates the apparent ascension of this
greatest among the Prophets. Therefore with great joy, we invite all faithful Christians
to participate in all the solemn events of our Community-Parish and to rejoice with us.
The members of the Executive Committee of our Community-Parish together with the
members of the Philoptohos have already begun preparations for the official
abundant Annual Dinner on Saturday, July 17, where there will be Greek music and
traditional Greek dancing. Also, our priest Fr. Michael has already prepared the rich
ecclesiastical program, with Great Vespers before the Dinner; Matins and Divine
Liturgy on Sunday morning; Great Festive Vespers on Monday evening the Eve of the
festival with blessing of the bread and Holy Unction and with the participation of the
Holy Clergy of our Holy Archdiocese in Adelaide; and on the Day of the feast, the
solemn Divine Liturgy, the blessing of bread and the procession of the adorned icon
of Prophet Elias in the spacious courtyard of our Holy Church. The official festive
program ends with the abundant luncheon that the Members of the Executive
Committee, assisted by the ladies of the Philoptohos, will have prepared. What we are
asking at the moment, is for you to buy your tickets for the Annual Dinner, as well as the
Lottery, as soon as possible. The Lottery tickets have been printed, in accordance with the
number of our parishioners.
