EIGHTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Heb. 7:26-8:2) 13 November 2022

If we go back to the apostolic sermons of September, we will find there the messages
which are in today's Apostolic reading. Of course, the words of the Holy Scriptures and the
meanings of truth and spiritual edification are inexhaustible. Therefore, today, we will
again talk about the Cross of the Lord, but from a different perspective. We will try to
delve a little deeper into the subject of the Cross and the sacrifice of our Lord on the Cross.
To begin with, when we speak of the Cross of the Lord, do we mean exclusively the
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wooden instrument on which Christ was crucified, or something much more? That cursed
instrument of death which after the divine Passion became the "Holy Wood" is now the
symbol and sign of the Christian faith. But, as a contemporary Church Father wrote, the
Cross represents a whole world of meanings and feelings in the Christian faith. The Cross
is the incarnation, the teaching, the life and the saving Passion of the Lord. The Cross is
the weapon against the devil. The Cross is the death of sin and the door to eternal life. It
is the mortification of passions and the signpost of the Resurrection. It is not merely the
sorrow in the world, but the sorrow that brings about the moral perfection and holiness
of Man. The Cross is the myriad inhuman tortures and the blood of the martyrs and saints
of our Church. The Cross is the tears of repentance, the vigils, the sweat of the saints and
righteous of our Church. My brothers and sisters, whatever we write about the symbolism
of the Cross of our Lord will never be enough, as it embraces the whole spectrum of our
Orthodox Christian faith. We simply kneel before it and say: "O blessed wood!" Only those
blessed people we have mentioned could speak authentically about what the Cross is.
Even nowadays, there are people who patiently carry the cross and it is good to approach
them and ask them, because only from them will we hear the truth. It is easy for us to
philosophize from our armchair about the Cross of our Lord, without living and feeling the
struggle and agony of the crucified. Not only that, but we find it inconceivable that the
crucified can rejoice in their sorrow and boast about the Cross which they painfully and
agonizingly carry. It takes great courage and endurance for a Christian to take the yoke of
Christ and also then boast about the honour Christ has given him to carry His Cross. It is a
sad fact that is observed in the Christianity of our time: with reference to the Cross of the
Lord, things in our day have taken a wrong turn. We are making mistakes in our crucified
faith in order to not lose people. We present a Christianity without the Cross. Sermons are
preached which present the Cross of the Lord without sorrow and toil and sweat and
agony and sacrifice; but as a philosophical system or social theory, promising shelter, food
and clothing and the well-being of men in this world, even for entertainment, with
erroneous interpretation of the word. In this way, man is spiritually disoriented and loses
sight of the original purpose for which God the Creator called him. If we stand before the
thousands and millions of our Saints and listen with humility and sincerity, we will hear
them say to us: 'Christianity without the Cross does not exist, and preaching which
promises Resurrection without the Cross is a delusion and a soul-destroying fraud'. The
last words of our Lord to the Apostles before His Passion are as follows: "In the world you
have tribulation; but be of good cheer, | have overcome the world" (John 16:33). When
the Lord called men to follow Him, He never hid from them the sorrows and sufferings
they would go through. On the contrary, He often spoke to them about the struggle and
strengthened them. He informed them that if they sincerely wanted to follow Him, they
must first of all take up the cross. In other words, not only His disciples, but the whole
human race, from the coming of Christ until today, is welcome to follow Him, as long as
they agree to bear their cross. The Christian's inseparable burden in his life is the cross.
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The Apostles carried this cross on their exhausting journeys, and we hear them say:
"afflicted", "burdened", etc. - what else were they speaking of but the cross of the Lord?
The Christians of our time who want the Orthodox faith without the cross and Christ
without sorrow understand nothing of these things. They are on the wrong course. And
although everyone wants to go to Heaven, the ship on this wrong spiritual course will
unfortunately lead them to Hell. As an example: once a month we hold a vigil with the
Eucharist of about four hours and invite the faithful to come. The overwhelming absence
of our faithful from this blessed call of our Church justifies our above observation. My
brethren, our Christ is clear. He is trying to convince us that there is no other way. For if
there is another way of salvation without tribulation and without the cross, then Christ is
not the Saviour of the world. Then the Son of Man "died for nothing" on the cross. Come,
my brothers and sisters, let us follow Christ crucified, the crucified Apostles and Saints of
our Church. Come, all of you, let us pray for our own salvation and for all those who have
taken the wrong path. Christ could have easily not suffered on the cross, but He did suffer
inhuman tortures and death on the cross in order to show the human race that only the
penitents who sacrificially struggle can hope for their salvation.
