EIGHTH SUNDAY OF MATTHEW (1 Corinthians 1:10-17) 7 August 2022

In the ninth article of the Symbol of Faith we say: "In one, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic
Church". We agree and confess in every Holy Service, as well as in our prayers, that we
believe that there is only one Holy Church in the whole world. After all, just as its founder,
the Lord Jesus Christ, is one and eternal, the Church is one. According to the Apostle Paul,
the Church is the mystical body of Christ, of which He is the head and all baptized Christians,
clergy and laity, are members (Eph. 1:22-23; 1Cor. 12:12; Col. 1:18). Christ told us that He is
the vine and we the believers are the branches. As long as the vines remain united to the
main trunk of the vine and draw from the divine juices of Life, they live and produce good
fruit. The vines that are cut off are dried up and thrown into the fire (John 15:4). The Apostle
Paul devotes the first four chapters of his First Epistle to the Corinthians to the struggle
against the division of the unity of the Corinthian Church. The split in the unity of the Church
was and still is the main problem of Christians. As always, the reason for the division of the
Church of Corinth, which was founded by the Apostle Paul, was human weakness. There
was a scholar named Apollos, a man of many talents, with much power and wisdom of
speech, and distinguished in rhetoric. An Alexandrian by birth, he was instructed by Aquila
and Priscilla in Ephesus, as stated in the Book of Acts. There were Christian men with a
philosophical education who admired his rhetorical art and became his followers. Others
who came from Judea followed Peter, and yet others said that they were followers of Christ.
Also, those who were baptized followed the priest who baptized them. In the midst of this
religious misunderstanding and division, Paul sheds the light of his teaching and exhorts the
Christians of Corinth, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, to listen to him and be
conformed: "Every one of you is saying, | am Paul's, or | am Apollos’; or, | am Peter's; or, |
am Christ's. | ask then, is there not one Christ and one body, His Church? How do you divide
and dismember Christ? You have made me your leader too. But you were saved by the cross.
Was it | who was crucified for you? You were saved by baptism. Was it in my name you were
baptized? It is the Cross of Christ that saves. It is the baptism of Christ that makes His believer
a member of His Church. How then can you say that you belong to one person or another,
and so with your human parties and divisions, create among yourselves rivalries, disputes
and schisms? Are Paul and Apollos the instigators of your salvation and your faith? We are
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nothing but deacons and workers for Christ. | planted the Church in Corinth in Christ’s name.
Apollos watered it in Christ’'s name. My planting and Apollos’ watering would have done
nothing without the grace and blessing of God, of Christ, to Whom the growth and
fruitfulness is due. You do not belong to any clergyman or layman, whatever his gifts may
be. You belong to one Church as members of it. In its entirety, the Church is the building of
God, the field of God, and the head and leader of all is Christ and Him alone."” The Church of
Christ has encountered similar problems throughout its history since it is made up of weak
men. It is a divine institution with human members. The existence of problems within the
Church was inevitable, due to human weakness. God's grace, which is stronger than human
weakness, has always found ways to give solutions and to enlighten responsible leaders to
give answers through local and ecumenical councils. In this way, some unity was maintained
in the Church. But while Christ sacrifices himself for the unity of the members of the Church,
the evil one has torn it apart through some of the leaders. Her members were scattered and
the Church, the Holy Body of Christ, was broken. The Apostle speaks in stern language,
because as the founder of the Church of Corinth, he feels the obligation to prevent any
attempt that would damage and break the unity of the "Temple of God". He speaks like a
father to his children. What concerns him is the unity of the Church of Christ. Division
indicates the absence of the Spirit of Christ. Separation is by definition contrary to the
concept and reality of the Church. Certainly, those responsible for the split in the unity of
the Church are not connected with the Head and Founder of the Church, Jesus Christ. They
do not participate sincerely and seriously in the sacrament of Confession and in the
sacramental life of the Church in general with sincerity. We mention here the word sincerity,
because those who have created and continue to create schisms and heresies in the Church
were and are as pious as the Pharisees and insincere. They were not and are not
disconnected from the Church, they are simply deprived of Christian conviction and reckon
everything by worldly standards. We, my brethren, possess the full Christian truth, because
we belong to the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church of Christ. Let us pray continually
for the unity of our Church which does so much for each one of us. As long as we are living
members of the Body of Christ, let us cultivate the spirit of unity, which is the spirit of God's
love.
