TENTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Gal. 3:23-4:5) 4 December 2022

Today the Church celebrates and honours two great saints, the Great Martyr Saint Barbara and
Saint John of Damascus. Saint Barbara lived in Nicomedia in Asia Minor during the early years of
Christianity, when Maximian was Emperor of Rome. Upon learning that she had become a
Christian, Barbara’s pagan father led her to martyrdom, and since no one could convince her to
change her faith in Christ and sacrifice to idols, her father himself took the knife and slaughtered
her. Saint Barbara's faith in the Lord enabled her to endure martyrdom and finally her holy soul
was laid to rest, crowned by the Prizegiver Christ. Saint John Damascus was a great personality
of our Church: a Father and Teacher who renounced all the glory of the world in order to live a
humble and undistinguished life which was spiritual according to God. Many people, especially
those who have little to do with church music, are not interested in learning about his great
spiritual work. Nevertheless, we all rejoice as we listen to the beautiful melodies in our Holy
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Churches. It is true that in church music we find wonderful hymn writers and musical chanters
who have proved to be wonderful protagonists of this sacred art. St. John of Damascus is among
them, as a great father and teacher of church music. He it was who laid the foundations of
dogmatic theology, which is why all his musical works are distinguished by their high theological
content. We meet St. John in the middle between ancient and modern church music, standing
out among the great fathers and teachers of Byzantine music and putting a brake on the
downward path that church music had taken in the 4th century AD. In order that every reader of
our booklet may understand what works of St. John we are talking about, we will mention some
that are attributed to him and that we hear often in our Holy Churches: "O blessed ever-glorious
Theotokos present,” "In Thee all creation rejoices”, "We worship Thy infinite image, O good one”,
"Have mercy on us, O Lord, have mercy on us", "Lord, have mercy on us, for we have believed in
Thee", "Open the gate of mercy, O blessed Mother of God," "Many are the multitudes of our sins,"
"My hope is in thee," "Chief of the heavenly armies," the Troparia at Hours and the Easter Verses,
and the 26 funereal special melodies and verses sung at the Monastery of St. Savvas. These most
important and brilliant works of the Damascene served as a model to the later melodists of the
Church. They spread everywhere and contributed to the falling into disuse of the many Kontakia
of Romanos, with the exception of a few. To the divine composer of music are attributed also
the following musical compositions: the eight greatest Kekragaria, the prefaces of the Akathistos
Hymn, the (Slow) "Lord God" of the Akathistos, "Defended secretly", the two-chorus slow "I have
overcome the victorious ones", "Behold the Bridegroom comes", "When the Glorious Disciples”,
the 15t Tone Holy Communion Hymn "Taste and see", the Plagal 2" Tone Cherubic Hymn of the
Presanctified Gifts "Now the powers" and many other lessons for Cherubim and Communion.
Since this outstanding ecclesiastical personality St. John the Damascenos is being honoured
today, we felt it a sacred duty of our Pamphlet Committee to mention his works. As regards the
instructive messages in the Apostolic reading today, verse 28 stands out: “There is neither Jew
nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is no male and female; for you are all one in
Christ Jesus.” Despite all intensive efforts, it is a fact that there have been, and still are, national,
racial, social and ethnic distinctions between people. However, these wonderful words of the
Apostle remove the terrible obstacles to love, unity and harmonious coexistence and
cooperation among people. They abolish the distance between rich and poor, between literate
and illiterate, between black and white, between man and woman. There are no longer slaves
and freemen, officially and unofficially. From the moment a man is baptized and puts on Christ,
distinctions cease. Baptism makes humans brothers and sisters. The Lord girds the whole of
mankind with His divine-human nature and renews it: “For as many of you as were baptized
into Christ have put on Christ” (verse 27). Christ tells us that although we are sinners, He does
not hesitate to call us His brothers and sisters. Since all those baptized in the name of the Triune
God are brothers and sisters of Christ, what are we to each other? What reason is there for us to
differentiate between ourselves? This fact of fraternity through the sacraments of our Church
should make us joyful and excited. The words of the Apostle Paul do away with egoism among
Christians and set aside self-interest for the common good, for justice and truth. If Christian faith
is lacking, my brothers, then love automatically disappears. Then all evils, all distinctions, all kinds
of selfishness, all separations and inequalities and hatreds return. Who among all the men who
are studying the life of Saint Barbara at this moment can honestly be considered more faithful,
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stronger or more courageous than this wonderful young woman? We can only bow our heads
humbly, admit our paucity of faith and our cowardice and become her disciples. My brethren,
nowadays, people pay a lot of money to the gymnasiums of the body. They also pay and study
all night to gain worldly knowledge. They pay to acquire riches, glory and worldly honours. Saint
Barbara trained herself spiritually, studied and struggled for Christ and His holy will and finally
achieved the goal of theosis which is the common goal of all mankind.

Six-day visit of His Eminence the Archbishop of Australia Makarios to Adelaide

Of great spiritual and historical importance was the visit of His Eminence Archbishop
Makarios Primate of Australia to Adelaide, from Friday 25 to Wednesday 30 November.

Also, the official sumptuous Banquet honouring His Eminence's visit, which was
organized by the Central Philoptochos of the Holy Archdiocese in the Hall of Prophet Elias
Norwood, was wonderful. The Great Vespers at St. Andrew on the Eve, as well as the
Matins and the Archepiscopal Liturgy on the Day, and especially the ordination of Deacon
Peter Georgiades as Elder and the ordination of our beloved John Saridakis as Deacon, as
well as the office of “Archimandrite of the Ecumenical Patriarchate” that was given to Reuv.
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Fr. Christodoulos Vasilaris, filled our hearts with emotion. Over the whole period, we
listened to about 12 spiritual talks of Christ-centered pastoral and social content. As well
as the daily contacts he had with all the clergy of Adelaide, His Eminence had the
opportunity to have a special meeting with the clergy and to have lunch together again,
expressing thoughts and opinions of common interest. His Eminence expressed his sincere
thanks to His Grace Bishop Silouan of Sinope and His Grace Bishop Emilianos of Meloi, to
the clergy, and to the members of the Central Philoptochos. His Eminence made a special
and heartfelt mention to Fr. Michael for the excellent and Abrahamic hospitality of our
Community-Parish, as well as to all the members of the Philoptochos and the Ex.
Committee for their wonderful contribution to the success of the events.
