12™ SUNDAY OF LUKE (Col. 3:12-16) 16 January 2022

Today's apostolic reading is a spiritual treasure. It is part of the Epistle to the Colossians

written by the Apostle Paul in the prisons of Rome and refers to the link which unites all
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people in a fraternal society: "To tolerate one another". In the 13th verse, Paul, who scales
the virtues, urges us to tolerate one another and to forgive one another and to not complain
about one another. This is the theory of unity. What is missing from human societies is the
realization of this theory. Many consider it difficult, even impossible. But if we have the love
of Christ, we do not need much effort to achieve it. It is necessary to look closely at the
benefits which will result from this small effort. We need to start with ourselves, which
requires humility and honesty. We ask a series of questions: “Do we want others to forgive
us for whatever we do to them? Do we want others to love us even when we avoid them?
Do we want others to consider us even though we ignore them? Do we want them to not
offend us, even when we have offended them? Do we want them to make sacrifices for us,
when we ignore them?” The answer will definitely be yes, because | know how much truth
this questionnaire hides. Is there anyone who can boast that he is pure and unblemished?
In order to prevent that, another letter mentions: “If we say that we have no sin, we
deceive ourselves” (1 John 1:8). If we agree that we have weak points in our character, then
we must be forgiving, tolerant and long-suffering towards all our fellow human beings. Our
tolerance and mercy is a sign of justice. Therefore, without forbidding fraternal control,
advice and persuasion depending on the circumstances and misdeeds, we will tolerate the
mistakes of others. The social life of people in general requires tolerance and giving way;
and in particular, where many people live together, such as the family. We must see the
virtue of tolerance as the unifying link, as the sun that dissolves the clouds of difference, as
the lightning rod that dispels anger and rage. Tolerance is the firefighter against indignation
and the sponge that erases mistakes from the tablet of our brother’s soul. What better and
more vivid example worthy of special attention, my brethren, than that shown by the Lord!
During His public life among men, Christ endured their perverseness and vices many times.
As a patient father and an excellent teacher, He tolerated the flaws and the super-
enthusiastic character of His disciple Peter. The lesson he taught with paternal manner to
James and John, who asked for primacy, was instructive also. Although, as Omniscient, he
knew His betrayal by Judas, He allowed him to live close to Him for three years without ever
offending him in front of others. On the contrary, he counseled them with love and through
His holy life taught them self-denial and perfect humility. Even on the Cross, he forgave His
crucifiers. We are all different people, we have different ideas, different habits good and
bad, different spiritual, physical and social abilities. If we have cultivated the virtue of
tolerance in our hearts, we can accept others with love and understanding and embrace
them all from within. But if tolerance is needed everywhere and always and for all of us, it
is in the family that tolerance is the foundation of the whole family structure. Tolerance
makes the house a wonderful serene harbour where all members enjoy security and
warmth. In order for the family to remain a peaceful port, they need a lot of tolerance and

grace. Just as water is essential for the flower, so is the virtue of tolerance on the part of all
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members. Without the virtue of tolerance, great misery and terrible destruction befalls the
family. It is not uncommon for family members to experience irritation and conflict. There
are many cases when storms and thunderstorms and foaming waves fall and crash into the
jetty and wreck the family boat. Truly, my brethren, what will happen if the husband and
the wife magnify the mistakes and imperfections of each other? They will certainly have
conflicts with serious consequences for themselves, and especially for their children. We
advise, especially young couples, to cultivate the virtue of tolerance every day before
getting married. They should know that we all make mistakes and have many imperfections,
so it is imperative that they practise the virtue of tolerance first and then, if they have
succeeded in doing so with all others, marry. The husband's tolerance for his wife and the
wife’s for the husband, children's tolerance for the parents and parents’ for the children
and tolerance between siblings. From there, tolerance towards our neighbours, co-workers,
friends, rulers and those whom we may rule, is more easily applied. We must show our love
and kindness to people from different religious backgrounds and no religion, to blacks and
whites, even to our enemies. Blessed are the parents who have taken care to teach their
children this virtue, because as they get older, they will be able to enjoy the tolerance of
their children to their various eccentricities! Only in this way shall we be able to enjoy the
delicious fruits of tolerance as conveyed to us today in the Apostolic reading.

The love of God

The Way of Love involves uniting ourselves with Christ. Our efforts should be continually
focused on how we will be united with Him and keep Him continually in our heart. Our love
for Christ is what must dominate both our mind and heart.

Elder Porphyrios says: “What is holy and beautiful and what gladdens the heart and frees

the soul from every evil is the effort to unite yourself to Christ, to love Christ, to crave for
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Christ and to live in Christ, just as Saint Paul said, “It is no longer | who live, but Christ
lives in me” (Gal 2:20).

He advises us to make our struggle with calmness and simplicity. We don’t gain by
forcing ourselves to be good or forcing ourselves to pray. We need to do things
naturally and calmly. We need to do them because of our love of Christ. With love
there is no need for forcing. When we love Christ, we enthusiastically long for time in
prayer and to participate in the Divine Liturgy and the Sacraments of Holy Communion
and Confession. Likewise, when we love God we should not struggle with temptations.
When we do, we only acknowledge the strength of the temptation and it gains control
in us. When temptations arise, focus on your love of God instead of attacking. When
our mind is filled with Love of Christ, there is no room to entertain temptation. He
says, Let all your strength be turned to love for God, worship of God and keeping close
to God. As we study the hymns and psalms, as we pray, as we devote ourselves to love
of Christ, we receive grace and are able to combat temptation with ease.
