THIRTEENTH SUNDAY OF LUKE (Eph. 2:14-22) 27 November 2022

Avital, important and always topical theme arises from the words of today's apostolic reading. “For
He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the middle wall of
separation, having abolished in His flesh the enmity." In his interpretation, the late Trabelas
writes: "Yea, ye have both obeyed God and the covenants through the blood of Christ. For he is
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our peace, who has made both Judaism and Gentile-ism one. This wall, which was in the midst of
the two peoples, separating them, and which the barrier of the law created, He has broken down
and dissolved.” My brethren, in the loving, serene and peaceful atmosphere of the Garden of
Eden, man enjoyed his freedom and the constant presence of his Creator. When did he lose his
peace and all his joys? From the moment he disobeyed his Creator and became obedient to the
devil. Since then, until today, man has lived in a state of war. Hate, enemies, quarrels, conflicts,
intolerance, ambitions, acrimony, rivalries, quarrels, disputes, bigotries, divisions, quarrels,
confrontations, arrogance, world disturbances and all-out wars, prevail in his interpersonal
relations and do not allow him peace. It is a pity. It is bewildering that the most perfect creation
of God, created in His image to attain the theosis of eternal joy and bliss, has fallen into such
terrible misery! The Apostle Paul uses the image of the religious barrier that separated the Jews
from the Gentiles before Christ. He calls the inner barrier of the temple in Jerusalem that
separated the courtyard which had access to the temple from the outer courtyard which had no
access to the temple, the middle wall. The Jews did not allow any religious or devotional
communication with the Gentiles. It was obvious that this separation between Jews and Gentiles
was of a hostile character. The Jews considered that all Gentile nations which did not accept the
Mosaic law were contaminated. On the other hand, the Gentiles mocked the Jews for their
religious fanaticism. It seems that the Jews had monopolized God and would not be corrupted.
On the other hand, the Gentiles could not understand the religious fanaticism, self-
aggrandisement and self-centeredness of the Jews. It is obvious that both factions were wrong.
But to be fair, they had the mitigating factor that the Incarnate God, the Word of God and our
Lord Jesus Christ, had not yet come. This barrier between Jews and Gentiles, and also any other
hostile division between peoples, societies and individuals, was abolished by the Great
Peacemaker Lord Jesus Christ. It is obvious that the division between Jews and Gentiles, our
present subject, is not the only one in history. Unfortunately, people are still separated by similar
and even narrower divisions. The picture of today's reality on a global scale is disappointing.
Authoritarianisms, suspicions, hostilities, intrigues, arrogance and misunderstandings divide and
afflict humanity. These occur not only amongst different nations, but between similar nations,
languages and faiths. On a daily basis, we meet people who have the same faith and worship the
same Lord, yet are separated by enemies in the middle. We mentioned that before the coming of
the great peacemaker Lord, people had some extenuating circumstances and some excuses to
have barriers and to not trust one another. But what excuses do the Christians of our time have
to hate each other, to commit crimes and kill each other and inhumanely punish each other? To
foment wars and use the most deadly weapons for self-destruction and fratricide? And how
foolish must they appear before the Saints and Angels when both sides beg the same God to help
them win? When they are baptized in the same Baptism of the Triune God, and receive
communion in the Body and Blood of the same Lord and God, but are utterly destroying one
another? Such paranoia and such insanity cannot possibly find justification. When will we awaken,
recover and unite as brothers? When? Only when we understand our Lord’s words: “Peace I leave
with you, My peace | give to you; not as the world gives do | give to you" (John 14:27), will we
be able to turn back from the slippery slope we have taken. The result of today's human misery is
our spiritual departure from the Peacemaking Lord and His peacemaking teaching. As soon as
religion is nationalized and the state system becomes religious, men become instruments of

fanaticism, violence and zealous confrontation which transform man into a terrorist and a brutal
criminal. My brothers, Christianity as a religion of love and freedom cannot nurture any kind of
fanaticism within its ranks. Each one of us can show his zeal by the holiness of his life, by his works
of love and humility and not by his fanaticism. The Christian does not side with the powerful but
with the unjust. Jesus and the Apostles fully respect the religious freedom of man. Nowhere in the
New Testament is there a command to use violence to defend or spread the Christian faith by the
Church itself. Many times we, the clergy, must also be careful, because from the moment we
receive the Holy Spiritual Grace, we become knowingly the enemies of Satan. Therefore, we must
keep in fear of God. We must study the way of life and the ethos of our Saints daily. Stay far away
from religious fanaticisms that lead to spiritual falls and Christian alienation.

First of all, His Eminence
thanked His Eminence the Archbishop of Australia, the Bishop and the Principal of the College and
then delivered a constructive message to the students of the College. On Saturday morning, Fr.

On the visit of His Eminence Archbishop Makarios of Australia and All Oceania to Adelaide
His Eminence arrived at the Adelaide airport last Friday accompanied by Archdeacon
Athenagoras and was welcomed by His Grace Bishop Silouan of Sinope along with the clergy
of Adelaide. At noon on Friday, His Eminence had lunch with the clergy of Adelaide in the
Hall of the Holy Archdiocese. On Friday evening, he presided over the meeting of the
Byzantine music members and the Adelaide Chanters at St. Nektarios. Yesterday, Saturday
26 November, in the premises of the Community-Parish of Prophet Elias, His Eminence
performed the Blessing of the Water for the opening of the 10th Youth Conference of
Adelaide, over which he is presiding, and then delivered his Keynote address to the youth.
Today, Sunday, His Eminence will celebrate Matins and Divine Liturgy at the newly-acquired
Cathedral of the Holy Archdiocese of Adelaide, where he will ordain Mr. Petros Georgiades
to the first degree of Priesthood and then bless the table in the adjacent Hall of the
Cathedral. Tonight at 6pm, His Eminence will bless the banquet prepared by the Central
Philoptohos in the Parish Hall of Prophet Elias for all our faithful, at a cost of S60 pp, and
will deliver a timely message in both languages. Tomorrow, Monday, there will be a clergy
meeting in the Archdiocesan Hall with His Eminence at 11 am, followed by the blessing of
the dinner. At 6pm, His Eminence will be received by the family of the newly-ordained
Deacon Fr. Peter Georgiades in the Hall of St. Anthony. On Tuesday, His Eminence will visit
the Greek Colleges, the St. Basil’'s Homes and the Welfare Centre; and at 7 pm, he will
preside at Great Vespers in the Parish of St. Andrew in Noarlunga, assisted by the clergy.
On Wednesday, Day of St. Andrew, His Eminence, accompanied by the clergy, will preside
at Matins and celebrate the Divine Liturgy in Saint Andrew Church, and ordain Deacon Peter
Georgiades to the rank of Presbyter and John Saridakis to the rank of Deacon. After blessing
the table, His Eminence will depart for Sydney.
