SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY OF LUKE; SUNDAY OF THE PRODIGAL SON (Luke 15:11-32) 12
February 2023
In the parable of the Prodigal Son, the Lord describes the drama of the man who does not
want to live close to God. He shows us the one who, proud and confident in himself and
his powers, leaves the embrace of his Creator and seeks his happiness in deceptive and
carnal pleasures. After a life of sin, we see him returning, right-minded and repentant,
asking for forgiveness. Surely this is a recurring event in human history, right up to our
own day. So we wonder: "Why do people fall away from God and then return?" They turn
away from God, because, pitifully, they think that near God they are not free. They get
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confused as to what true freedom is. They see the commands and prohibitions, with
which God expresses His will, as fetters. Surely this is an illusion, such as is commonly
suffered by unhappy young people who react against the wise and loving advice of their
parents. Having genuine love and affection for their children, parents try to protect them
from the various dangers that threaten them. For this reason, the Lord chooses a young
man in the role of the Prodigal to reveal to us the error and protect us from the trap of
reckless youth. Do they not understand that in leaving God to become supposedly
independent and unattached, they become at the same time enslaved to other masters
(the devil)? Do they not suspect that there is something behind the animal instincts that
forcefully pull them towards sin and corruption? Are we not following the example of the
young man of today's parable, and consequently, his horrible suffering? Brethren, to
return to God through repentance is a very great event. It is an event of great rejoicing
and real happiness, both in heaven and on earth. But is it not better to be not far from
God at all, but to always remain close to him, devoted, humble and obedient? We do not
mean, of course, to be like his eldest son, for he too has been shown guilty. In any case,
whether we are like one or like the other, let us ask the Lord today to give us a spirit of
wisdom, sincere self-examination, humility and confession, so that we may not be left out
of the joy and happiness that exists only in the arms of our heavenly Father.

Historical Reminder

Praise be to the Holy Name of the Triune God, Who makes us worthy today to enjoy
an entire parish complex, with all the requirements for spiritual, educational,
communicative and social progress. Forty years ago, this was considered humanly
impossible; now God has proved to us that: "The things which are impossible with
men are possible with God" (Luke 18:27). Back then, when this Community-Parish did
not have the means to pay the Priest, who therefore had to go and pick fruit in the
Riverland in order to support his large family, there was little hope of surviving under
the sun. His Eminence Archbishop Stylianos of Australia appointed three priests in turn
to get this Community-Parish on its feet. Unfortunately, little light of hope showed at
the end of the tunnel. Then the Holy Archdiocese of Australia was forced to send from
Sydney a new priest with four young children and his pregnant wife. We all remember
these things today and admiringly repeat with the psalmist: "O Lord, how manifold
are Thy works! In wisdom hast Thou made them all." The new Priest was here for only
five years and the Community-Parish was back on its feet. As soon as he arrived, he
approached the people, knocking on their doors, prepared talks, seminars, evening
sermons, screening of films with moral and spiritual content, arranged presentation of
annual exhibitions of Orthodox books and Byzantine icons, festivals, special events,
committees for the care of the poor and the elderly. At the same time, with the help
of our devout parishioners, and above all the help of God, this Priest planned, founded,
built and properly furnished the new Holy Church, the wonderful Hall with Library,
Museum, Offices, etc., as well as our Educational Centre equipped with the latest
information technology. The new priest never rested. Now in the upstairs room, now
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next to the Sanctuary, now in the sheet-metal hut, bent over a typewriter, he wrote
day and night. His aim was to inform his parishioners on a weekly basis of all the new
activities. To this end, from the very first moment, he began to publish a weekly
Magazine “The Word of God” with a few pages at the beginning, eventually becoming
sixteen pages. This bilingual weekly magazine, until today 12 January 2023, had as its
purpose the spiritual progress of our believers, the most accurate information, and the
most complete transparency, especially of donations offered by the faithful, so that
the devil, who every day was losing ground, could never enter the sanctity of the
Church. In addition, with the blessing of the Church, he secured “The Orthodox
Chaplain Room” at the University of Adelaide, where every Monday he gave the
students Orthodox Christian lessons in English. Every Tuesday, with ladies of the
Philoptochos, he visited our sick brethren at the Royal Adelaide Hospital. Every
Tuesday afternoon, he spoke on Greek radio on behalf of our Archdiocese. Every
Wednesday evening, he delivered topics from the Psalter to the Christian Group of
more than 100 young boys and girls in order to inspire them in their Christian struggle.
Every Thursday, accompanied by the ladies of the Philoptochos, he visited the St.
Basil’s Nursing Home in St. Peters, helping with feeding the residents. Every other
Thursday, he visited the official psychiatric centre at Parkside. Every other Friday, he
met with priests of other Christian denominations - the "Eastern Suburbs Fraternity"
- on matters of common interest, such as mixed marriages, etc.. Once in every two
months, he visited the South Australian prisons - Adelaide Remand Centre, Yatela
Labour Prison, Mobilong Centre, Port Augusta Prison, Cadell Training Centre and the
Adelaide Women's Prison - and conducted short holy services. The Priest was
appointed by the OARS organization (Offenders Aid and Rehabilitation Services) and
with the help of the Philoptochos, donated Bibles and Christian literature free-of-
charge to the people in prison and for a period of time sent them a lamb to roast on a
spit on Easter Day. The members of OARS, including our Priest, gathered every month
to find ways to morally and financially help the prisoners and their families. Also, as
Director of our Greek schools, our priest engaged in finally uniting the scattered school
groups into a primary school, high school and SACE classes with 170 students. At the
same time, with the fear of God, this Priest was taking care of the proper decoration
of the Epitaphs of Christ and the Virgin Mary, the Holy icons and our Holy Church in
general. Not to mention the main work of every Priest, the liturgical: regular Holy
services with sermons in Greek and English, Vigils, Vespers, Weddings, Baptisms,
Funerals, etc. Together with our dedicated parishioners, the family of this Priest has
maintained and continues to maintain the ecclesiastical spirit and ethos of this blessed
Community-Parish, with full awareness and transparency. We trust that it will continue
in the best possible way.
