17" SUNDAY OF MATTHEW (2 Cor. 6:16-7.1) 6'" February 2022

When God created man, He created him in His image so he could reach His likeness.
At the same time, God gave the appropriate instructions to man on how to accomplish
His purpose. So that man would not feel the slightest dependence, He gave him
absolute freedom to act towards this purpose of assimilation with God. Unfortunately,
man did not follow God’s instructions. He preferred the instructions of Satan. He
erred. He understood, but did not regret it. He did not apologize when he was given
the opportunity. Therefore, the glorious and God-given image of God was tarnished
and he completely lost his heavenly and divine destiny. He realized this when he lost
Paradise, the presence of God his Father and his Creator. From prince and son of God
with eternal destination, he became the devil’s terrible slave. In today’s apostolic
reading, the Apostle comes to wake us up and remind us of what we have lost. May
he revive our hope that God, even now, considers us His children. He gives us the
opportunity to see more clearly the way of our return to God our Father and Creator.
The key, or medicine, through which man is healed, purified from his passions, and his
mind returned to God, is Repentance. The word repentance means to turn our minds
away from apostasy to God, the source of life. It means the path of man from the
image to the assimilation. The Blessed Elder George Kapsanis observes very aptly,
"God gave the gifts of the ‘image’ to man in order to reach very high, to achieve with
them his assimilation with God and the Creator; to achieve not merely an external,
ethical relationship with Him, but union with His Creator". Indeed, this modern Elder
would say that it is bold to say that we can become gods by grace, but this is hidden
neither by the Holy Bible, nor by the Holy Fathers of the Church. How do we begin this
return in the direction of the deity? It is good to take a closer look at the words of
today's apostolic reading: “You are the Temple of the Holy Spirit.” This is a great and
wonderful truth that the Holy Spirit reveals to us through the Apostle Paul. The truth
is that Christians are made known as temples and dwellings of the true God. Of course,
the concept of the temple is well known to us. The sacraments of the Church are
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performed in the church. But every faithful Christian is a living temple of the living
God, superior to the built material temple. The temple as a building will one day be
destroyed. Man though, as a Temple of God, will remain to eternity. When and how
does a person become a temple of God? With baptism and anointing, these two
essential mysteries. Through the sacrament of baptism, the Christian not only receives
the remission of his sins, but the supernatural and divine element enters into him. He
receives the grace and gifts of the Holy Spirit. After the baptism, the priest anoints
with the Holy Myrrh on the various parts of the body of the newly-baptized, saying:
“Seal of the gifts of the Holy Spirit. Amen”. In this way, the Christian receives the Holy
Spirit within him. He receives the grace, the divine gifts and the supernatural gifts of
the Holy Spirit and in this way he becomes spiritual and godly. He becomes a temple
of the Holy Spirit. He is not called newly-enlightened because of some external or
intellectual enlightenment, but because God Himself, the Created Light, has inhabited
him. Then, remaining and living in the atmosphere of the Church, with all the liturgical
and witnessing life, and communing with the Immaculate Body and the Holy Blood of
the Lord, the faithful Christian hosts and possesses Christ within himself. My brothers,
Christ tells us: "He who eats my flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and I in him"
(John 6:56). It is not possible, however, for a Christian who enjoys these heavenly gifts
and blessings to believe that they are bestowed automatically, without any obligation
or responsibility. As the Apostle tells us today, in order for God to come and dwell in
us, we must turn away and separate ourselves from all sinful habits. Let us not have
relations with sinful deeds and words and immoral behaviour. Why? Because our body
is the temple of the living God. The pious Christian keeps the built temple of God clean
always. How is it possible to partake of the Holy Body and Most Holy Blood of our
Christ, that is, God Himself, without carefully purifying our souls? Do we ever put clean
water in a dirty glass to drink? Do we put clean food on a plate with dirt and worms
for lunch? Surely not. Why? Because the water in the dirty glass and the food on the
dirty dish will cause us deadly harm. How much more careful and pure must we be to
receive Christ and God Himself within us! It is good and holy to keep the built Holy
Temples clean, but we must ask ourselves: "Are we trying to keep our living human
temples alive? Do we understand when our temple gets dirty and how to clean it?
That it is defiled by various and persistent sins and that it is cleansed by the sanctifying
means of the Church and especially by the redemptive sacrament of confession?
Today's Apostolic reading gives the appropriate instructions to those who want to be
children of God: "Let us cleanse ourselves from all contamination of flesh and spirit,
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perfecting holiness in the fear of God." What do you say? Don’t you think it is worth
it?
