SUNDAY AFTER THE BIRTH OF CHRIST (Matt. 2:13-23) 26" December 2021

At this time of the ecclesiastical year, angels and men chant together: “Glory to You
in the highest and peace on earth...” Heaven and earth rejoice. The great event of the
descent of the Word of God among us floods the hearts of faithful Christians with
unspeakable joy. We experience in these days the strange and paradoxical miracle of
the incarnation of the Lord Jesus Christ. The hope of salvation springs from the poor
manger of Bethlehem and possesses us. But today, Sunday after the Nativity of Christ,
there is a black veil that threatens to cover the bright Sun of Justice. However, my
brethren, we must not allow the horrible intervention of the wicked to diminish our
faith in the Newborn Christ. The black veil is Herod’s criminal act in order to protect
his throne from the Newborn Christ. As soon as Herod realized that he had been
outwitted by the Magi, “he was furious, and he gave orders to kill all the boys in
Bethlehem and its vicinity who were two years old and under”. This satanic and
horrific act, which shook the Jewish world and sunk in tragic sorrow the mothers of
14 thousand infants, causes disgust. Hearing the evangelical reading today, we
shuddered and our minds were brought back two thousand years to that great crime
- for that time — of political power. We saw the terrified weeping and lamentation of
the inconsolable parents. Indeed, how could they be consoled? Maybe they would
find some consolation if they knew that their children had been martyred for the
Newborn Christ and that they now adorn the Throne of God. If there were someone
to lament, it would be Herod. Yes, my brethren, Herod deserved condemnation to
eternal Hell for his inhuman and criminal act. Had Herod known, he certainly would
not have done it. | mentioned above that a great crime for that time had been done;
because, in our time, much more serious crimes are committed and they are more
numerous. More serious, because parents themselves slaughter their children, with
full consent of the political power. And more numerous, because the 14,000 infants
who were killed at once seem to be the only mass infant massacre in Israel's long
history. Today, according to world statistics, about one million unborn babies are
slaughtered every day. Then, not only the infants adorned the heavenly Throne of
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God, but also the parents - surely they would attract the sympathy of God. Today, we
believe that the slain unborn children continue to adorn the heavenly Throne of God.
But what about their murderous parents? It is terrible to think. What should happen
to Herod? We don’t know, God knows. But if he went to Hell and continues to be
tyrannized in endless eternity!!! How bitterly - very late though - he must be
repentant!!! Let us repent, my brethren, and ask for the mercy of God, before it is too
late for us. Everything belongs to God, the Creator and Originator of everything -
except sin, which belongs to us. Sin is the only thing that is totally ours. Creatures of
God are we all. When we came into this world, we did not bring anything with us; that
is why we do not take anything when we leave this temporary life. Some people say
that “my body is mine and | can do what | want with it”. This is so wrong, they are
thinking superficially. Our body, as well as the whole Universe, belongs to God and we
must use it according to His will. So the embryo is not ours to destroy, but to conceive
it as God tells us. Great Fathers of the Church, such as Basil the Great, Gregory of
Nyssa, John of Damascus, and also later Fathers, have made clear references to the
subject of murder that takes place in the womb. They tell us clearly that this is not a
matter of theology, but of faith. It is not right for us to be seduced by people who urge
us to commit this crime as if it were nothing. We should never rest because the state
legalized abortion. All this may mock us in this present life, but as we leave it, we will
be chased by the cries and complaints of the innocent that we have thrown in the
trash. | mention this in your love today, my brothers and sisters, for three reasons:
Firstly, for those who are interested in their spirituality, to repent and hasten to see
their spiritual father and seek forgiveness before it is too late. Secondly, for those who
have taken the issue of abortion lightly, to reconsider, and thirdly, to not rush to judge
Herod as the greatest criminal, by disguising our own crime which may be worse.
During these holy days, when we experience the deepest meaning of the Christmas
celebration, we discover the true self, and our relationship with the world and our
fellow man changes. At the same time, we understand that every time we truly love,
sincerely forgive, offer sacrifices, repent and walk consciously free, Christmas is in our
hearts. We live the “everlasting Christmas” which is mentioned by Saint Chrysostom.
That is why we will not allow this year's Christmas to leave our hearts. This strange
and paradoxical fact is the foundation of the deification of man for the sake of grace.
This is the ultimate saving truth for man. We all belong to Christ. Everything is united
in Christ. In Christ, our mortal nature is created anew; His image within us is restored
and the road of becoming His likeness is opened wide to us. Saint Basil the Great
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invites us to celebrate the Holy Nativity of Christ as the "common feast of all creation".
"Christ is Born", my brethren.
