SUNDAY BEFORE THE ELEVATION OF THE CROSS (Gal. 6:11-18) 11 September 2022

When a man has not a single gift to show because of his spiritual negligence, he is right to
not take pride in anything. And if he should ever dare to boast of anything, it would be his
laziness and he would become a reprobate before everyone. The Apostle Paul, who was
adorned with so many gifts, never mentions a word about them. The only boast he makes
in today's apostolic reading is of the Lord's death on the cross which He suffered for the
whole world, including Paul himself. We shall commemorate the Exaltation of the Holy
Cross next Wednesday. The feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross marks the redemption
of the human race. For this reason, our Orthodox Church gives special importance during
the ecclesiastical year to the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, and dedicates two Sundays, before
and after the Exaltation, to focus on the theme of the Lord's Crucifixion. Today, Sunday
before the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, the Church addresses the need for the presence of
the Lord in the world and the fruits of His Sacrifice. It uses the history of the bronze serpent
during the exodus of the Israelites in the desert (Numbers 21: 4-9) in order to demonstrate
the need for the Cross and its salvific results. People ask themselves: "Why has the Lord
come to this sinful and apostate world?" He came to help us rediscover the way we have
lost. He came to extend a helping hand to those who truly desire to cooperate with Him for
their salvation. In this redemptive effort, man is called upon to use all his powers. Special
attention is needed because the matters relating to our salvation are not easily understood.
We must learn the basics of our Faith, the Orthodox Faith, which is not confined to carnal
circumcisions and apocalyptic and cosmic considerations, such as the circumcised Galatians
were proud of. It is the Faith, my brethren, as the Apostle Paul describes it in a few words
today. | am not moved by, he says, nor am | even interested in, the glories, honours, riches
and all the goods of this world, because for me they are non-existent. The whole world is
dead to me, as | am dead to the world. All | boast of is the cross of the Lord Jesus Christ. The
blessed reality that for me He came in the form of a servant, and for me He was crucified,
fills my whole spiritual existence. It fulfils every human desire and every human longing.
Men are reminded how vain and ephemeral human things are and how damaging to the
soul of man when they are not treated as gifts of God's love and as means to His glory. As
we have said, the Apostle who had gifts to boast of rejected them all, for before the majesty
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of the Cross, they faded and disappeared. Every true Christian boasts of one thing, that he
is a faithful disciple of the One who died nailed to the cross. He believes that by such an
ignominious and cruel death the world is saved. And that he too in the same way, with the
instrument and weapon of the Cross, will win his salvation in the end. So if we too have gifts
given by God, let us not boast “except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ”. Only then, when
our whole life has at its centre the death of the Lord Jesus on the cross, does it take on value
and become happy. What could be more beautiful for man than this communion with the
incomprehensible mystery of Christ's love for each one of us personally! All the joys and
trials of this present life disappear before the joy offered to the faithful Christian by the
Crucified One of Calvary. Surely all this sounds like a mere theory, without the impact of
living application, confession and practice. But these things were put into practice not only
by Paul and all the Apostles, but also by all the saints and martyrs and great martyrs of our
Church. Towards the end of today's apostolic reading, we hear: "l bear in my body the marks
of the Lord Jesus". The ill-treatment, persecutions, imprisonments and, above all, the
bloody wounds of the Apostle Paul’s weak body were the visible heroic decorations of his
struggles. Of these alone | can be proud, the Great Apostle confesses. This confession has
been made by thousands and millions of the disciples of the Lord Jesus to this day and they
adorn the heavenly space. What are our sufferings? Where are our own marks, our own
wounds and medals of our spiritual struggles? On what pretext do we think that we shall
deceive the crucified Jesus Christ in order to enter the heavenly Kingdom? Oh, my brethren!
Unfortunately, we have created a multitude of various delusions which reassure us that we
are good people and will surely be justified. These are the standards of the world of
delusion, by which we are deceived and by which we deceive our children and others
around us. The apostolic reading of the Sunday before the Exaltation of the Cross is
uncompromising. It unfolds the naked truth as taught to us by the Crucified Lord, the
Apostles and all the Saints of our Church. Therefore, my brethren, turn aside from your
spiritual laziness, your comforts and whatever pleasures and indulgences you have, and
embrace the Cross of Martyrdom. Do not look for avenues of worldly criteria and delusion.
The Cross of the Lord is the narrow one-way street that leads to the clear and heavenly
Kingdom of God.
