SUNDAY OF PENTECOST (John 7:37-52) 20*" June, 2021

“Heavenly King, Comforter, Spirit of Truth, present in all places and filling all things,
treasury of good things and giver of life: come; take Your abode in us; cleanse us of
every stain, and save our souls, O Good one”. How could a man with limited theological
knowledge like the writer deliver a speech of spiritual edification without invoking the
Holy Spirit of God? For this reason, we have asked the guide, the helper and
comforter, the Spirit from where the Truth springs, who is everywhere and fills
everything with His presence, who is the treasury of the absolute good and giver of
life, to come and cleanse us from every sin and save our souls. The Sunday of
Pentecost is rich in psalms and spiritual hymns and poems and readings, from both
the Old and of the New Testaments. Like spiritual steps, they raise the believer who
participates, not with the worldly hard and stony heart, but with the soft fleshy one
that God has given us. We will simply add a small step, making a reference to the
Hermos of the first Ode of the Katavasies of Pentecost. The Melodist of this Ode
presents the slow-tongued Moses, who due to his slowness could not at first speak
freely but suddenly changed. How and when his tongue did became free? When he
ascended to Mount Sinai and entered the cloud. When he was covered by the divine
cloud - the divine gnofon - as the book of Exodus states (Ex. 20, 21). As he talked with
God for forty days and forty nights, he was enlightened by Him and began to speak.
Then he clearly explained to the Israelites the Law which God wrote on the two stone
tablets with His finger, that is, the Ten Commandments. Not only that, but he also
proclaimed all the other commandments of God which are written in the book of
Exodus, Leviticus and Deuteronomy. Because Moses removed from his mind and soul
every impurity of the afflicted and earthly mind, he could see God, as much as a
human is allowed, to see the true God: “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is
one!” (Deut. 6, 4) By the concession of God, Moses saw God in the cloud and talked
with Him for so many days and nights, without food, drink, sleep or other physical
means, and so distinguished the very essence of God. For this reason he prophetically
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mentions the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit in his books. In fact, in the divinely-
inspired books of Exodus and Numbers, he makes a special reference to the Holy
Spirit. It would be impossible for someone who did not have this personal knowledge
of the subject to do it so authentically. In the 16th Chapter on the “Holy Spirit”, Saint
Basil the Great makes a specific reference to the transubstantiation of God, as well as
the Orthodox classification of the Holy Trinity: “We receive God’s gifts, first from the
sharer that is the Holy Spirit, then from the one who was sent that is the Son Jesus
and then our spirit ascends to the fountain and cause of all goods that is the Father.
So how could Moses ascend to the theological height of the knowledge of the trinity
of God, without the enlightenment of the Holy Spirit? Basil the Great assures us that
this would be considered humanly impossible and goes on to say that every bestowal
of good that takes place in people comes from the Father by the Son in the Spirit,
because the Trinity is inseparable. We also observe in the case of Job: “But it is the
spirit in a person, the breath of the Almighty that gives them understanding”. And
the Apostle Peter said: “For the prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy
men of God spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit”(Pet. 2:21). So it is very
obvious that Moses was enlightened by the Holy Spirit and learned about the trinity
of the Triune God in the cloud of Mount Sinai. Then he began to chant and glorify God
with godly deeds and taught the people of Israel with wisdom and prudence. For this
reason, the Melodist also took Ermos of the first Odes of the Katavasies of Pentecost,
taking as an example Moses who is also the first poet of that Ode. The Odes show the
former stutterer Moses speaking freely and clearly. Later, we see simple fishermen
become the wise and spiritual Christian reformers of the Universe. Today, as we
celebrate the day of Pentecost, my brethren, | will cite a simple example taken from
nature: "Flowering trees and plants are fertilized and bear fruit when their flowers
come in contact with the pollen, through which they bear fruit. The Holy Spirit is the
pollen which comes in contact with the trees and plants; our souls are the flowers that
open their petals and wait for the visit of the Holy Spirit, so that they can become
fruitful and bear the fruits of virtue. Otherwise, just as the flowers lose their
destination, wither and remain fruitless, so the souls that repel the effort of the Holy
Spirit to come in contact with them remain barren. Saint John Chrysostom said: The
Holy Spirit come through the works of the virtuous and those in a state of excellence."
