SUNDAY OF CHEESEFARE (Rom. 13:11-14:4) 6 March 2022

The text of today's apostolic reading is the Apostle Paul’s wake-up call to the Romans of his day.
This great spiritual alarm clock was received by the mother Church and offered to her children
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with the command to use it in their daily life. And we, her beloved children, ought to take the
words of today's apostolic reading as lights leading us to the salvation of our souls. In this world
of sin, men are carried away by the strong current of concern for the best possible future and the
most untroubled life possible. The greatest part of mankind toils, acts, plans, schemes, engineers,
studies, struggles, bleeds and is often disappointed, because all this is done for this temporary life.
It is a mechanical state of life and while man thinks that he will find clarity somewhere, he sinks
ever deeper into darkness. One generation succeeds another, continuing the same rhythm with
the same sad results. They continue to march in the same spiritual darkness of drugged and
declining smiles. As the poet says: "And as the greedy parliament desires more and more, so the
great void deepens all the time." The Apostle Paul, seeing man continuing this sleep of sinful living,
cries aloud: "The night is far spent, the day is at hand." Hey, wake up at last! Shake off slumber
and sloth. The night of this present life is nearly over. The day of the future and eternal life is now
dawning. Cast off the dark works of sin and put on the bright works of virtue. Dear brethren, it is
worthwhile that we all heed the inspired message of exhortation of the Apostle. The Holy Spirit of
God exhorts us to prepare ourselves for the future life which is the ultimate goal of every Christian.
He tells us to prepare our spiritual baggage. For example, when we pack our suitcases for a trip in
this world, we take only what we need and leave the rest behind. If we are going on a trip for the
first time, we ask the experts about what currency and essentials we should carry. Our subject
today is the journey to our future and eternal life, and the Holy Spirit informs us of the proper
preparation: "...let us cast off the works of darkness, and let us put on the armour of light." We
see that the first thing is the currency. No one who carries with him sinful passions and worldly
desires and personal habits is allowed to enter into the future life. These things have no place
there. They are only for the willfully blind and spiritually shortsighted people who have chosen the
way of the devil. They are the baggage for the eternal journey to Hell for those who chose to obey
the devil who told them that the coins of God which God has given them, such as unquestioning
faith in God, charity, honesty, goodness, almsgiving, morality, selfless love, forgiveness, sacrifice
for others, humility, etc. etc., have no place in his state and must be exchanged. The currency they
must take with them for all their transactions in his dark kingdom is the exact opposite. Belief in
the devil, in wickedness, malice, the enemy, immorality, crime, exploitation, selfishness, theft,
dishonesty, falsehood, etc.. He told them that since man's life is only a few years, they must take
care of it in order to be able to do all this before they die. Then the wretches put on the devil's
paraphernalia, limit their visibility to the few years of this life and throw themselves into the
ephemeral struggle of the livelihood of darkness. The Holy Spirit of God comes today, through the
Apostle, to tell us: ‘Let us put away the works of darkness and let us take up the weapons of
light'. This message is for those who have not surrendered to the devil but believe in God and in
eternal bliss. To those who love God but have dealings with the devil. To those who try to put off
the garments of sin, but find many obstacles. The apostle addresses this message today to all those
who have tasted the drug of the dark promises of the evil one. And just as the surgeon cries out
and shakes his drugged patient hard to wake him from the slumber of the anaesthetic, so the Spirit
of God cries out to us today. He is saying that sleep and drowsiness are not allowed, but vigilance,
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prayer, and activity. A constant and steady effort to put away the works of darkness. To cast off
everything sinful and dark that has to do with the works of darkness. To tear down in our hearts
all the structures that are built by the darkness to house the demons and to erect in their place
only the building of virtues. The ruins of the old world must be replaced by the new building of
spiritual life. Experience has taught us that no matter how solid the edifice of virtues may be, it
will not withstand the terrifying attacks of the evil one without our constant and unswerving effort
and struggle. No great work can be done when the workers are drunk and sleepy. My brothers and
sisters, may you be blessed, but in our days, when the political authorities have introduced
unprecedented activity into the spiritual events of the Church of Christ, even in examining and
condemning baptized Orthodox Christians for communion of the Blessed Sacrament of the
precious Body and Blood of Christ, the wake-up call of the Holy Spirit through the Apostle Paul is
more urgent and must be heard more loudly.
