SUNDAY OF ALL SAINTS (Heb. 11:33-12:2) 19 June 2022

Today is the feast of All Saints. The heroes of our Church are celebrating! All those
who struggled and sacrificed themselves on the spiritual battlefields and defeated the
devil’s hordes are celebrating. Today the Church honours and crowns with hymns,
spiritual songs and topical readings all the fearless heroes and heroines, known and
unknown, of our Orthodox Church. The glorious ecclesiastical history is full of dramatic
accounts of great struggles, fascinating magnificence and superhuman endurance.
Today's Apostolic reading mentions that the Saints, by the power of their faith, fought
and conquered unbelieving kings; they were endowed with righteousness in their
lives; they achieved the fulfillment of the promises God had given them; they stopped
the mouths of lions to which they had been thrown, like Daniel;
fought and neutralized the power of fire, like the Three Children in Babylon; escaped
slaughter by the knife; were strengthened and cured of serious diseases; became
strong and invincible in war; drove away enemy groups and encampments. Through
the power of faith, pious women brought back to life their deceased loved ones. These
are victories and achievements of faith, my brothers and sisters, amazing miracles
which cannot be explained rationally, because they go beyond the reasoning of man,
no matter how much imagination he may have. They show the superhuman power
that man derives from God through faith in Him. True faith unites man with the source
of power, the Almighty God, and works "signs and wonders" as did the first martyr
Stephen: "Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and signs among the
people" (Acts 6:8). When the normally weak man possesses this connecting link called
true faith in God, he relies wholeheartedly on the Lord Almighty. He draws strength
from Him and becomes powerful, irresistible, invincible and unshakable in the face of
his enemies and opponents. My brothers and sisters, if we delve into the writings and
the lives of the Martyrs, Confessors and Saints of our Church and listen carefully, we
will hear their exhortations. “Entrust your life to the love and almighty care of God.
Do not be shaken when you encounter problems and difficulties. Lean with all your
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heart on the Lord and then you will be victorious and prove strong and invincible like
us.” Truly, what a blessing it would be for us and our modern decaying society if we
had such faith! We would draw strength, patience and endurance from God, and our
inner world would be filled with enthusiasm and hope in our Christian struggle. We
would face with confidence the sorrows and trials that often surround us like wild
bees, and we would drive away the dark clouds of evil that hide the Sun of Justice. Let
us stand today on the feast of All Saints and respectfully bow down to understand
some of what the Saints suffered in their martyrdom. They were subjected to
mockery, floggings, chains and imprisonment. Many were tortured, some of them
with unusual tortures, and suffered cruelly because they refused to deny their faith.
Some were stoned, others sawn in half, tested inhumanly, beheaded. Afflicted and
abused, they wandered here and there, deprived of everything; wearing animal skins
instead of clothing, they lived in deserts, caves, mountains and holes in the earth. The
Apostle concludes: Since, therefore, we have such a wondrous cloud of martyrs and
saints surrounding us, let us leave the burden of spiritual slothfulness forever. Let us
shun venial sin and run with patience the race that opens before us, fixing our eyes in
faith on Jesus, the Leader and Perfecter. We ought, my brothers and sisters, to reflect
seriously on the trials and tribulations of the Saints: their persecutions, martyrdoms,
humiliations, suffering and abandonment which became their daily companions. A
heavy cross, a Golgotha, was their whole life. But their steadfast faith in Christ was
the secret of their lifelong patience and strength and endurance. He, in Whom they
rested their existence, armed them with all physical and spiritual weapons, so that
nothing was able to overwhelm them. Today, on the feast of All Saints, the hymnology
and readings of the day present us with the secret of the endurance and perseverance
of the Saints so we do not wonder at the superhuman achievements of the Saints. For
us, it is no longer a secret, this nuclear weapon that the Saints used to always come
out victorious in their open war with Satan. We are convinced that nothing and no
other force could have boosted the Saints' morale as much as the strong faith they
had in Christ the Crown-giver. This is the weapon that we, my brothers, should also
use in our spiritual struggle, looking after it as much as we can, because only through
faith shall we be able to defeat our crafty and soul-destroying enemy. We will fix our
gaze with great faith and love and respect on the fatherly countenance of our Father,
Creator and God. He watches our every move, our thoughts and the heartbeat of
every Christian fighter and is always ready to intervene for his needs. The faith of All
Saints has taught us a great lesson today: a lesson of dynamism and bravery, of
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fortitude and patience. Let us ask them to intercede for us before the Lord who
glorified them, and at the same time to empower us so that we may be like them.
