SUNDAY OF THE HOLY FATHERS’ FIRST ECUMENICAL SYNOD (Acts 20:16-18, 28-36) 5 June 2022
The meeting which the Apostle Paul sought to have with all the Bishops and the Holy
Clergy of Ephesus in general is impressive. Bearing in mind the devil’s evil plans, as
well as human weaknesses, the great Apostle considered this meeting necessary and
urgent. As founder of the Church of Ephesus, he wanted to share his fears with the
Holy Clergy and point out the dangers that threatened Church unity. When the elders
arrived, he said to them: “Take heed to yourselves, brethren, and to your conduct.
Take care to also protect the spiritual flock of which the Holy Spirit has made you
overseers. | urge you to be careful, because | know that after my departure, heretics
and flatterers who would harm the flock of Christ will enter among you. Even from
among yourselves, some perverters of the truth will emerge in order to seduce
Christians and make them their personal followers. So take great care and keep
awake, remembering how | have worked amongst you. You saw how hard it was to
keep you in the truth of the Lord's Gospel. For three long years, | continued to
admonish you, bearing witness to you night and day with tears and much pain, one by
one, with my exemplary life and fatherly admonitions, and supporting you in virtue
and the only truth of the Lord Jesus. As difficult as it was to build and organize this
wonderful Church, it would be easy to destroy it if we do not pay attention and take
seriously the episcopal role entrusted to us by the Holy Spirit.” With these stern
admonitions, the Apostle Paul tried to awaken the episcopal consciences of the holy
clergy of the region. If, for example, every baptized lay Christian was, and is, obliged
to beware and avoid heretics and those who speak against the apostolic teaching, how
much more should the clergy and spiritual leaders of the Church beware! The Bishop
in his diocesan district and the priest in his parish have a great responsibility before
God and the people entrusted to them by the official Church. The Apostle Paul was
aware of the various dangers and temptations, such as ambition, greed, and spiritual
slothfulness, which threaten the consciences of bishops and priests. He sought
therefore to set his own personal example for the Bishops of Ephesus to imitate. He
knew that he himself had to be as humanly perfect as possible, in his work, in his
words and in his behaviour. To have proof, with the work of his own hands, of
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maintaining himself and his co-workers also. To have tears and sweat and toil himself,
and to keep vigils with kneeling and to have signs of his own hardship and struggles
which he suffered for the glory of the Lord in spreading His Gospel. Only then would
he have the moral right to admonish the Holy Clergy. If the Apostle Paul had all
knowledge, but was ignorant in personal virtues and lifestyle, how could he censure
and advise? No matter how persuasive his various arguments were, if he had only
words, but no obvious evidence in his daily life, with what sincerity could he have
called this meeting? “...of silver or gold or gold or cloth, | desired none...” says the
great Apostle with confidence. However, it was not these dangers only that
threatened the Church of Ephesus. The danger of error and heresies was and is the
greatest enemy. If the elders were not very careful, they would risk scandal instead of
benefit. Instead of edifying in Christ, they would provoke unfavourable comments and
condemnation against the Church and themselves. For this reason, therefore, the holy
Apostle reminds them of his own holy example, his selflessness, his labours, his
unswerving concern for the faithful. How relevant these words are today! It is our duty
to pray constantly to the Most Holy God so that the words and works of the Apostle
may find resonance and response in the hearts of the contemporary clergy of our
time. May "take heed to yourselves and to all the flock" be their lifelong motto. This
was also observed and practised by the Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council who
are celebrated today. For this reason, Athanasius the Great and his peers proved to
be Saints as well as the guardians of their spiritual flock. They proved to be defenders
of the Orthodox Faith, indomitable fighters against the wolves of heresy and error. It
is good to keep in mind the Lord’s simple words: "It is more blessed to give than to
receive, even when one is entitled to receive." When the Apostle Paul had said these
words, he kneeled and prayed with the elders. My brethren, we must become
Christian people who will continually give joy, spreading love and tenderness and
charity. We should sympathize fraternally in the pain and sorrow of our fellow man.
The attitude and doctrine of the world differs enormously from that of the Holy
Fathers of our Church, and therefore we need to be very careful not to be drawn away.
The Christian knows that what he gives with his heart is not lost, nor disappears from
his sight, but returns to him many times over. Then we compare the Holy Fathers of
the First Ecumenical Council who gave even their paternal inheritances for the sake of
the poor. Today, let us ask the Holy Fathers to intercede for us so that we may progress
in virtue.
